And now that the Democratic party is the only
one that stands upon the Constitution of the Uni
ted States-the only one thattakesthntienstromet
for its guide-the only one that defends the inlde-
structible principles of the Union and the political
equality of the dStates, are the people of New
York to be influenced by the idea thatthe negroes
of the South wdill be unsafe if the Democratic
party shouldhappen to return to power in the
national government? What can the Democratic
party do, or permit to be none, to the freedmen of
the South, that can endanger their condition?
Undoubtedly it isoa cardinal feature of tie liemo-
cratic Creed that no State shall be interfered with
in what concerns its dome:tic affairs; and the peo-
ple of this country must either act upon that
principle, or they most act upon its opposite. We
most either abide by the principle of the Union,
or we most have a consolidated government,
through which all the conditions of society revery-
where may be regulated by one central authority.
Now, the emoteratic party has mode it perfectly
plain in this canvass that the present Congress, in
excluding the Southern States' from representa
atiao, and in usidg that exclusion as a means of
compelling these Ctates to alter their laws of suf-
frage, are acting without any warrant from the
Constitution. It has been shown beyond the pos-
sibility of contradiotion, that there Is no ground
onwhich those States can be kept out of Con-
gress, excepting the theory that they are con-
quered, foreign countries. This theory we mean
to put down by all lawful and constitutional means.
By all lawfnl and constituntional means we intend
to ulphold the Constitution, and to have the right
of unconditional representation acknoowledged.
We nay that it is jut as much a violation of the
Constitution to refuse that right until the Consti-
tation has been altered, as it would be to refuse it
permanently and forever without proposing
amendments.
We asy, further, that this Congress hasgiven no

guarantee, offered to the country no pledge, en-
toned-Into no stipulation, that the Southern States
shall be represented after the proposed amend-
ments are adopted. We say that this Congress is
trying an experiment on the South for the purpose
of seeing how far those States can be compelled, in
their present situation of distress, to submit to
schemes for disfranchising all their leading white
citizens, and for making the colored population
the predminating and governing power. if it
were in my power to make another public ad-
dress during this canvass, I should desire to direct
public attention to one of the constitutional
amendments which has not been commented on af
It deserves. That which relates to the changes In
the basis of representation has been much dis-
cussed, and is now fully understood. But the dis-
franchisivg claune must also be taken into view.
It proposes two things: First, to disqualify every
ran'for either national or State office who, ihaving

previously at any time in his life taken an oath to
support the federal Constitution, has taken ayfy
Sarttin the late rebellion : Secondly, to vest inCongresathe power to remove this disqualifica-
tion in individual cases.

Now, If you will cast your eyes around you, in
reference to any cammaunity in this coounltry, and
observe how may meon in ithe course ol their
livesmnst have taken an oath tosasnppprt the fede-
ral Constitution, you will see that this is neces
earily an enormous disfranchisement: and that no
greater oppression could fall upon a people thanr
to deprive them of tihe services, in every possiile
position, of the very classes of men who will be
affected bythia proscription. It comprehends not
eonly those who made the rebellion, but alil tacse
who from the highest and purest motives, ofter
the Confederate government was formed, did
what every patriot nmight well do, labor to create
a country for himself and hia children and hi il-low-citizens. But this is not all. This mearld.
