The Empire Pariah says quite a large breadth of
land has already been planted in cane.

The first hogshead of new sugar from Plaque- -
nines was received in New Orleans on the 5th
inst. Last year the first shipment from that parish
was made on the 10th of November.

The Empire Parish chronicles the death of Mr.
Rosemond Hingle, for seven years coroner of Pla-
quemines. He belonged to one of the most
ancient families in the State, his ancestors having
settled in this country in 1719, on a grant of land
made to them by the celebrated John Law, of
South Sea bubble fame.

Eao-cTrox or FoorEED n Ix Lorclotoso.-We
find the following in the Washington corresplon-
dence of the Philadelphia Press of the 4th inst.:

Major General Howard is in receipt of a report
of the operations of the educational department
of the Freedmen's Bureau in the State of Louisi-
ana, for the month of September. During tei
month, the shuola i Ne'w Orleanes havre hbeeon
largely attended; two lne0w schtools have been
established, and the proficiency of the pupils is
encouraging, In some sectionos of tihe State, tile
opposition to lreedmen's schools on the part of
the white citizens is so great as to prevent their
establishment.

The "Normal" school in. Now Orleans is the
largest and best conducted in the city, and is
nearly a model tor any of the public white schools
of the State ialdisiplicue. regularity, and unilornm
good conduct of the scholars. The school at
Carrollton has been re-established, but witlh
poor success, owing to strong opposition by thet
whites and the penury of the Ireedmen iu thato
locality,

The city schools furnish a fair support to the
teachers, and promise to pay better during the
winter-months. Instances of insults to teachers
and abuse of thb pupils have been of less frequent
occurrence than in any previous montlh. though a
few cases occasionally ,ame to light. One of the
NOimal school pploils was stoned and beaten by
three white boys larger than himself, and wthe
trying to Wefend himoelf and escape, was arrested
by the police, tried, and sentenced to six molths
hard labor in the Workhouse, but was subse-

uqaently released upon the payment of fifty dollars
by his mother.

A planter of Algiers, while intoxicated, shot a
pupil of one of the chools ol taton place, breaking
both of his legs above the ankles. The number
of schools in the parishes has been increased'
SOser-lsehools closed for vacation have been re-
opened, and in some parts of the State the oppo-
sltion hagr eatlty diminished.

Two or three schools have been opened at the
requeast of planters who, one year ago, would not
have" nigger "schools ostheir plantations under
any considerations, These requests are probably
not prompted by disinterested motires, as In some
localities the freedmen are demanding that schools
and advantages of education be allowed them,
under threats to leave the place and go and work
where these advantages can be obtained. There
are ,now in operation, under the auspices of the
bureau, 00 colored schools, and 3178 scholars.
There are also 40 private schools, with 41 teachers
and 1581 scholars, making an aggregate of 106
colored schools In the State, with 5059 scholars.
