oréss provide relief for the destitute ot the

deslifution which it is desired to relieve is
coufined almost wholly to freedmen in the
agricnlural districts, and to those who have
depended apon the results of freedmen Iabor
on plantationg and farmas, General Howard
wonld bave the government try an experi-
went which has already proved a disastrons
failure, The projected loan of twenty-six
willicns is much less than the sum which was
actunlly advanced within the past two years
on a basis substantiolly the same as thut on
which it is proposed to place this loan. Bank-
era and cotton factors would not have accom-
modaied the cotton planting interest with
money, unless reasonably assured that the
erops in which it was invested would be de-
voted toits repayment.  And the caleulations
of the planters who received, as well as of the
bankers and fuctors who cxtended the loan,
rested ou the assumed capacity of freedmen
laborers to produce erops of sufficient
walue to cover borrowed capital and leave
an excess for net profit aud home wants,
The problem was & fair and promising one to
look st.  Ent it has not Leen resolved io ex-
perience as it was to anticipation. And there
is but one explanation of this woful difference
between the anticipated and the experimental
result.  The industrial sufticieney of freedmen
lzborers, assumed us the fandsmental element
of the problem, proved to be wn illusion. It
is found that this labor, under existing eondi-
tions and inflaences, is not only inadequate
to secure investments in cotton planting, Lut
is incapuble of producicg o bare snbsistence
for the laborers and their families, This
general lesson of a too costly experience is
sigunlly illustrated in the fact that, in almost
every instance in whieh freedmen worked for
a ehare of the erop, they have eome out at
the end of the year reahizing nothing, in debt,
destitnte, and with no provision whatever for
tLe future. Those of them who worked for
wages can be Lut little better off  For,
whether they contracted to be paid in
money or in product, they were in
some sense pariners in  the planting
business,” and it must be, in the long
1, about as bad for them when they fail to
earn their wages as when they fail to produce
a remunerntive erop.  In either oase, so far as
they are concerned, the business is knoeked
in the head, sud that resource for an honest
living is dried b And such is precisely the
sitnation ‘mow in respect to several hundred
thousond freedmen to whom Gen, Howard
wishes the government to distribute not less
than twenty millions of dellars, perhaps, as
loan secured by a lien on the prospective
fruits of their agricultursl labors. The trouble
Las been that these same people have hereto-
fore manifested g keen alaerity for consnming
funds advanced on a like security, along with
a eerene indifferencado industrial requisites
to meke the security good. The tronble now
is, in the relations of planters to both capital
and labor, that this security has proved ut-
terly worthless. Planters could readily ob-
tain money for paying or sabsisting freedmen
Inborers, if the industrial qualities of the
latter bad been demonstrated to be such as
to impart to the hypothecation of crops to be
made by freedmen labor the characterof a
bunkable security, Gen. Howard might as
wel! strike from his eleemosynary projeet the
condition of a liem on crops, It is quitea
superfluons feature. The freedmen whoshonld
throw themselves on such a charity for the
coming year, would have nothing to showat
the end of it that would pay the expenses of
government agency for enforcing the proposed
liem in application to erops, the brant of which
would, therefore, full upon those planters who
should have unwisely made themselves agri-
cultural pariners with the recipients of this
conditional bounty. The upshot of the plan,
with regard to plantérs who should have be-
come complicated with it, would be to make
thene the vietims of an indirect and disguised
confiscation for the benefit of the most indo-
lent, untbrifty, and unworthy portion of the
freedmen population,

Who are the * male ¢itizens” of a Btate?

The Constitution of cach Btate settles this
point.

In our Btate, the Constitution of 1452, the last
Censtitution ever framed by ** the people of ths
Etate of Louisiana,” provides in  article 10:
* Every free white male who has attained the age
ol twenty-on: years, andl who has been a resident
of the BStsty twelve months next preceding the
eleciion, and the last six months thereof in the
parish in which be offers to vote, and who shall
be o citizen of the United btates, shall have the
right of voting." . . .

The Coustitution of 1564, Art. 14, provides
“‘Every wiire male who bas attaived tne age of
twen'y-one years, and who has beem & resident
of 1the Btale twelve mouths pext precediog the
eleetion, and the last three months il.‘henor. ia the
parish in which he offurs to vote, and who shall be

A citizen of the Upited B1ates, shall bave the right

It is & matter of bistory that prior to the adop-
tion of the Constitution of the United States, each
Stafe exercised the right of making citizens of
what persons it pleased,

The mere fact of & person being a citizan of the
United Btates gives bim no politjesl rights in say
particular State, nntil he complies with the
réqnisites preseribed by thy Constitution of sach
Btate. These propositions, so well established
and 5o umrumﬂj acknowledged, require no arga-
ment. However, a forcible illustration of the
correctness of these remarks luaﬂy be drawn from
the following facts, viz: The first clause of the
first pection of “an act to proteet all in
the United States in their civil rights,and }urn.uh the
mears of their vindication,” commounly known as
the civil rights bill, provides “that all persona horn
in the United Siates, sud not subject to any for.
