REASON AND EATINGO.

Prejudices on the snlject of diet are gene-
rally giving way before the progress of utili-
tarian reform. Many po,'le a'so begin to
nzderstand that old methods of feeding,
under which each individual and each family
looked out for themselves, amounted to an
exquisite contrivance to defeat convenience
and economy, and the diffusion of comfort
and even luxury. There has been organized
in New York city, under the superintendence
of Professor Blot, an eating club, which will
prove, perhaps, the pioneer of the spread of
such organizations, or at least of the system
proposed by this club, into all the large cities
of the country.

The project is based on the oo-operative

principle; and it is intended, if the first ex-
periment succeed in the business center of the
city, to establish houses up town for supply-
ing families with meals, either at co-oper-
ative tables or at their own homes, and at
rates cheaper than the same food and the
same cooking could be obtained on private
terms and by domestic arrangements. The
system once introduced, no co-operative.
stock or co-operative management would be
needed to maintain it. It would perpetuate
itself by force of its oan merits; being in not
greater danger of falling into disuse than the
steam engine, the spinning jenny or the
sewing machine. Families at length,
sFting the unreasonableness of the
o!d pilan, would no more think of
l:,ing; private kitchens than they would
think of having private slaughter houses.
The patriarchs of old were theft own
butchers. But as society emerged from that
primitive time and experienced the need and
the advantage of a distribution of labor,
butehe ing became a distinct trade instead of
a regular incident of household administra-
tion. Thle same social development is now
denonstrating tLe gtility of discontinuing,
wLere practicable, domestic cooking, and of
making the preparation and the furnishing of
food for private tables a commercial avoca-
tin ; as much so as that of the butcher or the
grocer, who, snppl ii n g alimentary commodi-
ties in an uncooked state, stand only one re-
move from such an avocation.

When we torn from considering methods
of fatdi :g to iniquiu % what substances admit
of being utilized as nonrishmtent, we are ap-

palled at the results to which gastronomyj
d.•urdiing. prejudices, and guided by reas n
ah ne, n uuld conduct.
