But even this till not cover the whole
Fround. We must further add connty, city and
tow n debts to the nati nal and State, and these
cannot be even approximated from any statIstics
with wnlch we are acquainted.

lu parttial offset to these unaacomfortable facts it
remums to be stated that several commonwesalths
bare lessened their debts very sensibly sice the
war, and that one, if not two, have ao Itate debt.
Our own State is In the former category. A ja-
dici-us financial policy has enabled ps eylea
to step forward among the first few I, th pth
toward4 complete freedom. That whlh h-l-
ready been accomplished has been brotght about
so impercepttb'y, and such arrangements have
been made for the future, that we conadently an-
ticipate the extinction of ,our debt at no remote
period and wittont any great oppresion. The

Western States- lIli.ois, Ohio and Indiana-have
done the same, and sate rapidly working"oat frm
their loade. But thiis s not the case generally.
Vermont was without debt when the rebellion
began, but now owes $1,67T,500, and Rhode Is-
land. equally free at the outset, hes to face a debt
of $3,625,500. Wisconsin, too, is $2,182,191 woree
off than it was, and Tennessee nearly L0,03,000.
Mirnor debts cannot be set down until each State
has taken account of these minor local burdens.
We may expect that before long they will be tab-
ulated and published, and then we shall be able
to cast up the exact footing, and know the true
debtor and creditor account of the country.

These facts are not agreeable to study, but it is
Imperative that they should be exactly known in
order to be provided for. No good can come
fr-om their concealment. They are just as m:ech
an heirloom of the rebellion as was the national
deb', the less of life, the destruction of property
or any other incident of the great struggle. They
do not direct y affect the current reduction of tthe
national debt, and yet since property owners are
taxed to meet city, county and State debts, they
are less able to contribute heavily to ano,ther,
and so the national must for a time be affected by
local considerations. These charges have also
lessened the taxable valuationof property in many
quarters. As the vwliation falls the i+!co ne is
lessened, and the period postponed when we shall
hfel ourselves again In S -m ground.

We do, not advance these facts todishesr'en any
ore, and their publication will in the end hare a
c.,rtrary result. It is good policy that dem•sls
to have the worst known. since the unknown is
always surrounded with doubts. As soon as all
of the conditions that should regulate our policy
are ascertained, that policy will be shaped to meet
them. We hare recovered much and improved
nmuch in the last three years. If we are compelled
to practice a rigid economy in the administration
of public affairs of every nature, to husband our
resources, to cultivate opportunities for profit, and
to meet our obligations promptly, the time when
these duties will devolve upon us will be shortened
annually, we shall have greater industry and a
speedier reenmption of that prosperity that is the
normal condition of the land. -[ Phil. N. American.
