WHO ARE RESPONSIBLE!

“Certain newspaper correspondents at Wash-
ington, who profess to report nnofficial ut-
terences by the President, represent him to
=ay in substanee that he washes his hands of
the defense, in the last resort, of the Consti-
tution, and throws upon the people the re-
sponsibility for the nnchecked progress of
congressionnl usurpation. They may actively
as-ist the work if they choose. They may,
wkile morlly opporing, practically asquissce
in it, if they choose, It is their affair. If
they wre willing to stand by nnd see treason
against the present government earried out in
suecessful revolution by s faction, be jabut a
single man and cennot prevent the result
Hence the responsibility for such a consum-
wntion must rest at last upon them. BSach,
briefly, is the srgument of the President, ao-
cording to the representations of cortain news.
prper correspondents; representations which
we are Lot peepared noreservedly to accept or
reject.  We will simply consider the naked
argument on its impersonal merits. It is ex-
tremely plansible, bnt profonndly fallacions.
The people, in a representative repnblie,
have but one legitimate way of action, and
that is through the constituted authorities
who represcut thewm; just as those authori-
ties have but one legitimate way of aetion, and
thwt is nnder the provisions and within the
limits of the Constitution. The President is
such an anthority, He is precluded by
the theory of his office from the plea of in-
wlility as en individual to oppose usurpation

{ and to defend Lis own constitutional exist-

ence.  Hois pot called npon to do this as an
individual, The Constitution makes him a
concentrated plumlity,  If he is President by
constitutional right he is reqnired by consti-
tutionsl obligation to vindicate Limsell asa
noun of rultitude; and he cannot, without
gross delinguency, shriok into the characler
of a personal pronoun, singular number, Mr.
Jubnson is either the representative of the
people at large, or he is not President. Suap-
posiog him to be both these in one function-
ary, it must follow that if he imvokes the
people to reseue the government from the
hinds of usurpers he invekes a power which
resides, by virtue of delegation, in his own
office.  And the only legitimate vesponse
which the people, in such a case, could render,
would be to rewind bim of his duty to assert
the power belovging to him as their consti-
tutional ageut for the defense of the govern-
ment pguinst wwnrpation, I he fafls to take
ull measures pecessary to this defense, and
if no other pgemt can or will undertako
the task, it is clear that the people are with-
ont any peacefnl weans of interposition. It
is clear that their ouly remedy is to be found
Ly resorting to counter-reyolution, in order to
destroy an accomplished usu:pation. Their
right to appeal to such a remedy is, of conrse,
unquestionable, But this furpishes no exeuse
for a presidential representative, whose de-
fault should be wholly or partly the cause of
precipitating & crisis in  which they must
either practicelly acquiesce in the subversion
of the constitutional government, or proclaim
snarchy, and adopt measares of ecunter-rev-
olution. In timeof war, the treason of a com-
mander who, withont making the defense of
which he was capable, surrenders u vital post,
is searcely less than the treason of one who
deserts and joins the enemy, When one set
of pgents in a republican government cease
to represent the people, and enter npon a
solicnie of usurpation, it is only through the
wenkness or the infidelity of other agents
that the sehems can be accomplished. The
revulutionary leaders of Congress would at
tbis momept subsido into & pack of blatant
imbeciles, if the judielary and the executive,
including the military power, were loyal in
word aud deed to the constitutional republic,
The moral loyally, in this respeet, of the
FPresident, is not questioned. But he mnst
put bis own shou!der to the wheel, as well as
pruy to the popular Hereales, if he wonld lift
the executive wagon from the mnd, and avoid
the just charge of being o grost, perlhaps
fatal, delicquent.

TEE VOTING )N ALABAMA.

The district commander in Alabama has or-
dered the polls at the ensuing election to ba
kept open for four days. Throughout this
country for many years past, it has been found
that one day is sufficient for an election, In
the great State of New York the votes are all
taken between sunrise and sunsot, and so like-
wise in the States of the far West,. Padple
who do not tuke enongh interest to go to the
polls en election day, bave no right to demand
that the ballot boxes be kept opon for their
benefit. Moreover, this extension of time
furnishes an incentive, and gives an opporto-
uity for fraud. The party in charge of the
baliot boxes, if they find themselves in a mi-
nority at ke close of the poll, are very likely
to stufl the boxes, exchangce ballots and tam-
per with the lists. In Richmond, at the re-
cent clection, the white candidates were
uhead in the first doy's voting, General
Schofleld ordered the polls to be reopened,
sud on the second day, the radical mauagers
seoured the ecity for black voters, and even
breught in hnndreds from the country. They
were thus enabled to overcome the white ma-
jerity, At sn election like that whiclsis to
take place in Alsbamn, in which guly ons
oty will sctively participate, tho facilities
for this sort of frand will be vastly inereased.
At the close of each day's voting the radical
committees will know exactly how many votes
they are belind the required majority, and
they will resort to every expedient to make
up the mumber. The military authorities
seem determined that the radicals shall win,
and they offer a sort of voting saturnalia to
the negroea, If they cannot carry the State
with all this in their favor, they might as well
abandou the hepe of recomstrueting any
Southern State under the radical programme.
We hope that onr Alubama friends will watch
the polls closely and see, atleast, that the
ballot boxes are not stuffed with frandalent
votes. They have a hard work before them;
but if they accomplish it they wiil receive the
thanks of the great Democratic party of the
country and of their fellow citizens throughout
the South. !

GCVERFMENT SUPPLIES TO PLANTERS.

We learn thot many planters in town yes-
terday were much gratified at the late order
providing for their assiziance through  the
agency of the freedmen's burean. They re-
gard it as a cheering ray of light breaking
upon the planting and commercial interests of
Louisiana.  An intelligent merchant of onr
reruaintance expresses the conviclion that it
will result in adding 500,000 bales of cotton
to the pext crop, It relieves plunters from
their previcns dependence for supplies upon
merchants unwilling aud realy unable to sell
gonds on credit, snd divides risks of fature
losses between them and the government,

Ivasmneh os the government has under-
taken to provide subsistence for destitute
freedmen, it is a clear requirement of
veonowy that the government should also, if
pessible, provide work by which such freed-
men mey tustain themselves, The agrienl-
tural situstion in (e Bouth Las besowms such
as to make it necessary to nssist planters with
supplies, in order to extend assistance to
frecdmen with a rensonable prospect of the
ultimate refunding of money expended i this
way. Dut the number of freedmen tak
ing part in this process, will ecomprise a
For planters, in
accepling supplies on the terms of the ordor
referred Ao, will beeome gnarantors of the
faithful and efficient labor of the frecdmen
whem they employ. In defanlt of sach
lnbor, they will find themselves at the ead of
the scason owing a debt which will swallow
up their mesger erops, amd, perhaps, even
their farming ovlessils end working stock.
Henee it will be of vital importanes for those
whe way iry planting with freedmen on the
conditions indicated, that they shounld dis-
eriminate carcfully in engaging laborers,
relecting only such s are likely to amply in-
demnify them for their stipulated obligations
to gevernment agencies,

GOVEENOR PATION ESFRANCHISED.

There was quite & debate in the Sonate, n
few days sgo, on the question of removing the
political disubilities fmposed on Governor
Fotton by the reconstruction laws, The
ginersl idea of the radical senators seemed to
Le that their action, in this respect, is eqniva
lent to a pardon, for some renl or imagisary
effenses cowmitted by Governor Patton. But
the pardoning power belongs to the Executive
and not to Congress, and, moveover, we do not
know that the person in guestion requirea
pardon for anything bnt his desertion of his
own people and bis adhesion to the radical fae.
tien.  All the nets of Congress that ean ever be
passed will never obtain that pardon for bim,
Governor Patton may thiok it a very fine
thing to have a specin! act passed for his ex-
press benefit; and no doubt he will be vastly
proud of being enfranchised, like the negroes
of Alabama, and thas put on an eqnality with
the members of the Black Crook Convention,
We suppose that his first exercise of his newiy
sequired privilege will beto go up, proudiy,
to the ballot-box, and deposit a vote in favor
of the Black Crook Copstitution. What a
spectacle! The governor of Alabama votine
to disfranchise more than half of his fellow-
vitizens for acts in which he was, himself, a
participant, It would be humilisting enongh
for o nun to voie at all, under such o system
a8 the reconstruction sets, but to vote in com-
pany with Patton, snd his few score of va-
grant and mendicant followers, would be a
degradation too profonnd to be imasined.
The people of Alabama are right in dueliging
to Lave anything to do with such a concern))

THE RECONSIRUCTION BILL,

The dictatorship bill bangs in the Senate.
The radicals rushed it throngh the House in
hot haste, but the utterances which are eotn-
ing to them from the North have mado thewm
pause, Bowe of the most inflaentisl Repub-
liean jowroals are opposed to this and other
radical measures, They declare that the
party has gone far cnongh; that the parti-
sutl cbjeet of these ncts is too gliringly wan-
ifest ; tbat ils effeet will be to drive away
wultitudes of voters throushont the “loyal
Btates, and to assure the defeat of the party
et the next election.

Their life depends on
its suceess, They are in the position of the
wan who had the bear by the paws—ha eovlid
not bold en very long, but ws soon as he
shonld let o ke would be eaten np, Nata-
rally, he would hold on as long as possible,
So the Republicans will stick to their recon-
struction policy till they are shaken off by a
political revolution. In the wcontime, they
go on usnrping the fuuetions of the judiciary
ond of the exeeutive until, finally, they will
themselves be involved in o conflivt with the
Supreme Court and the President,
