TRAVELINO INCOGNITA.

The following Is the queen's account of one of
the incidents of the expedlitons in which she tray.
eled incognita:

" A few seconds brought as over to the road,
where there were two shabby vehicles, one a kind
of bhroushe, into which Albert and I got; Lady
( hurchill and General Grey into the other-a
break; each with a pair of small and rather mis-
erable horses, driven by a man from the box.
G;rant was on our carriage and Brown on the
other.

"We had a long three hours' drive; it was r
o'clock when we got into the carriage. We were
soon out of the wood, and came upon the Bad.enoch road- passing close by Kinrara, but, nu-
foirtunately, not through it, which we oaght to
Lare done. It was very beautifel-flne wooded
hills, the high Cairngorm range, and Ben Mulch
llhul, 'urfortunately much obscured by the mi.t
on the top, and the broad Spey flowing in the val-
lI y, with cultivated fields and line valleys below.
bh.st etilking, however, on our whole lung j ur-
ney was the utter, and to me very refreshing, soli-
tide. Hardly a habitation, and hardly meeting a
soul. It gradually grew dark. We stapped at a
errlall haift way Iouse for the horses to take scme
water, and the few people about stared vacantly
at two simiple vehicles.

"The i•oiutlium• gradually disappeared-the
evenLing wat nind with a few drops of rain. On
arli on we went, till at length we saw lighti, rani
drove through a Ing and straggling 't un,' and
turned down a miall conrt to the dotr of the Inn.
Ilere we got out quickly, Lady Churchill aal
(,enitral Grey not waiting for us. We went up a
nimall a'airase and were shown to our bedroom

at the tip of it -very small, but clean-with a
lergi fourpoit bed which nearly filled the whole
roo,,m. Opp.•;te was the drawing and dining-
romill in ouit- very tidy and well-sized. fhen
c('ale the room where Albert dressed. which was
very in.all. the two maids (Jane Shakile was
with nie) had driven over by another road in a
waggonette, tewart driving them. Made our.
p'lvea ' chit anad tidy,' and then sat down to oar
dinner. t1,alit and Brownl were to have wait.'d on
ui,. but were ' bhasifl,' and did not. A riuglettel
wolan dd everything; and when dinner was
over, removed the cloth and placed the bottle of
wine (our own whiich we had brought) on the
table with the plasnes, which was the old English
fashion. After dinner I tried to write part of this
account hatit the ta'king round me confused me)
while Albert played at 'patience.' Then went
sway. to be-in uindr*ssing, and it was about half-
past 11 when we got to bed."'
