THE INM"GO aHue VOLt

Mr. Doolittle has impaled the senatorial
radicals on a tri-cornute dilemma. In the
course of a debate on the new recontrnaction
bill, he offered the following amendment :

"1'rorided netertheless, That upon an election
for tte ratllcation of any Constitution, or of ofi-
cers under the same, previous to its adoption in
sty State, no person not having the qualltcatious
of an elector under the Constitution and laws of
such state previous to the late rebellion shall be
allowed to vote uniess he shall possess one of the
followirg qualifications, namely:

"1. He sha'l have served as a soldier in the
federal army for one year or more.

"2. He shall have sufficient education to read
the Constitution of the tU1ed bStates and to su'p
scribe his name to an oath to 'npplrt themsame; or,. He ehall be possessed in his own right, or in
tlt, right of his wife, of a freehold of the value of

Mr. Doolittle denies the right of Congress
to lrescribe a rile of suffrage within the
States, lut he does not intend to let the radi-
cals escape from the logical applicatiou and
consequences of the arguments by which they
urge n• gro suffrage upoin the country. It is
claimed that because negroes fought for the
North, thcre fore negroes ought to be permitted
to vote in the South. This argument is for-
mulized in the f.vorite and convincing allite-
ration of "the bayonet and the ballot." It is
true that " brooms and lballots," and "virtue
and votes" discover, alliteratively considered,
an equal congruity, at d that, therefore, all
virtuous women and forl housewives ought
to be enfranchised; but this alpplication of the
argument would not suit the political exigen-
cit s of the times. Admitting, howesver, that
to lave tought in the United States army
makes a man a good voter, it does not follow
that others, who did not ti-lht in the United
States army shall lie made voters likelwise,
simply because they happen to ibe bliIk
"'hlnce," suas Mr. Loolttie, " if yon will
usurp this power, limit the reward to those
who, on your own theories, deserve it."

Again, it is urged that many negroes can
read and write: and, therefore, are possessed
of sufficient intelligence to exercise the elec-
tive franchise discreetly. " Very well," re-
plies Mr. Doolittle, " if knowing how to read
and write is a test of voting capacity, let those
negroes vote who can read andt write; but do
not extend the privilege to others, who have
no suc(h claim, merely bercause they are black."

Fmially, it is contended that some negroes
have ioney, or other pro perty, and conse-
qucutly, having given this proof of thrift and
industry, they ought to Ibe allowed to vote.
"V iry well." answers .Ir. lDoolittle, "if
thrift and industry j.,-tify this usurpation,
then let every negro vote who is possessed of
a fre chold of $20; but do not say that every
negro shall vote simply because negroes are
Llack."

To sum up, these qualifications or con-
ditions cover all of the arguments advanced
by the radicals in fivor of negro suffrage, ex-
cept two-the "loyal" argument, and the
"natural right" argument-and these may be
subsequently disposed of. That is to say
they would admit every negro possessed of
those qualifications urged by the radicals as
constituting a valid claim to the elective fran-
chise. But the fallacy of their argument is at
once made apparent when we consider the
manner in which it is applied. They de-
clare that to have been a soldier, to know how
to read and write, to possess a certain amount
of property, should entitle a man to vote.
They then argue thus: The negro-meaning
some negroes-was in the federal armies;
the negro-meaning some negroes-knows
low to read and write; the negro-mean-
ing some negroes-is thrifty and industri-
ous; consequently all negroes ought to be
permitted to vote. This is a palpable
absurdity; yet it is just the absurdity
committed by the radlicals. Senator Doo-
little, ,by proposing his amendment, has ex-
posed, not only the fallacy of their arguments,
but the hypocrisy of their pretences.

EROPI AGAUMr = wslA AND THE

The whole secret of the large and well pre-
pared armaments maintained in Western
Europe is not to be explained by characteriz-
ing the fact as a condition of a peace which is
instiact with the war of all against alL The
policy of Bismarck has, indeed, been well
calculated to confirm this view of the situn-
tion. After Sadowa and the Schleswig-Hol-.
stein campaign, no country, arguing from the
example of Prussia, could deem its integrity
secure in the presence of a powerful neighbor
better prepared for war than itself. French
statetnianship has not yet quite recovered
from the tremor of uneasiness which came
over it at the discovery that the same
ailmirable military organization which brought
Austria end Sounthern Germany to its feet
at Sadowa, was ready to solve the
Luxemburg difficulty by precipitating an
arumy into the heart o: France and upon Paris
itself. but if there is about the policy of Bis-
marck much that is daringly practical, there is
also about it something that is contrived for
mere dramatic effect. Having carried his
point by being fully prepared and apparently
eager for war, he is by no means disposed to
break the peace with France, well aware as he
is that the shock of a collision with that coun-
try might profoundly derange his scheme of
German unification. It may be assumed,
then, that the dispositions of France and
I'lus•ia towards each other at this moment
are sincerely pacific. Yet, if these two coun-
tries, in addition to having no present arga-
nmc t for arming the one against the other, were
w:tLout rea.,on of a domestic nature for main-
taining great military establishments, they
would still realize in common a powerful con-
sid, ration tending to dis: uade from disarma-
ment. And other nations of Western Europe,
more especially England, would be impelled
by a like motive to deprecate the dissolution
of the compact and momentarily available
military organizations of France and Prussia.
An 11:li-'h a riter indicates the cause and the
nature of this community of interest and
sentiment when he says: " Were both armies
annihilated to-morrow, a czar would reign
from Behring Strait to the English Channel,
and England would hardly preserve her in-
dependence by decupling her forces. We
have season to regard the troops of Prussia,
and even of France, as police who protect us
unpaid." While the armies of both these
powers serve as unpaid police, the army of
each must render a like service to the other in
respect to the f.r-reaching instincts of con-
quest which inspire the policy of Russia.

But it is net only to opposing the advance
of the great Europo-Asiatic empire that this
idea of a combination of European powers is
limited. The effect of Mr. Seward's success
in diplomatizing France out of Mexico, and
of his indefatigable efforts to obtain strategic
positions in all quarters for maritime opera-
tions, hac been to profoundly impress states-
men in Europe with the vastness of the con-
templated strides of the United States in a
direction the opposite of the non-intervention
and stay-at-home policy inculcated in the
farew 1 address of George Washington. And
it must be said that, if there is something
grotesque to the point of absurdity on the
surface of Mr. Seward's enterprise in the
real estate line, there is also matter for
s rious note in the fullness of serene and
indomitable confidence in the future whicii
he manifests while negotiating for distant
acquisitions, notwithstanding the gloom and
the perilous complications of the domestic
situation.

This, at all (vents, is the conviction of
such Europeans as M. Chevalier, of the French
Senate, w ho, as tLe cable telegraph states. has
in a recent del ate e.xlpressed the sentiment,
"that Europe sliound unite to resist RlhiSia
and America, whose rapid growth of plverr
threatened to ova rehadow the worll.' Thus
it is the seri ous aspectf Mr. Seward's dplo-
teacy that strikes LErolean observation .most
forcil ly, uhile even many in America who ap-
prore the gene rid d iit of that dillomacy , c.an
l. idly gee more than its comic side. HlI., ,-

sunmes the certain evanescence of domestic
troubles that now shake the foundations of
tl.e ove.rnment. in all his caklculations of the
fu;tue. And if this assumption is not groundl-
less, his policy is not extra\agant, and the
apprehension of I. Chevalier is abundantly
called for.

Grant,
however. though professing tb be no longer sec-
retary of war. went to the council, and was there,
in the presence of the cabinet, interrogated as to
why he had broken faith with his superior by our-
rendering the war office to Stanton contrary to
express understanding. It has been repeatedly
said that Grant then and there denied that he had
ever had any understanding with the president on
tie sulject ; tlat lie told the president that he
hid civi n him notice of what he Intended to do
on the Saturday preceding, and that he had not
prs raised to call again on Monday preceding the
reinsatement. I am sorry that exact justice will
not permit t'iis pretty little fabric of taltifi-
caticrn to sta-ld. There is on record irre-
Iragable evidence to show what G-aut
did say and do at that memorab!e cabl-
net neeting. There is not the slightest dou',t
that Grant edmi"ed, in the presence of the cabt-
net, in a promise either to resign the secretary.
