Inying aside this considerntion, we caunot at
present afford a great venture, however large
the prize. Lut we ean build swadl foaling
elevators which would be able to haudle, say
from thiree thoeusand to five ad bushiels
per hour, snd which would puy for themselves
before they hind been mn threa montha, If
we do not do this oursclves, Northem eapi-
tulists will step in and take the bnsiness, and
with it its profits, from our bands. Me, Merry
will doubtless find many imitators amovgst
the monied mon of the West aud Northwest,

THE REPUELICAN NOMINATIONS.

The presidential campaign opens this year
unusually early. The tremendous issues in-
volved in this struggle impart to it an im-
portunce and an interest entirely unequaled
in the history of electoral contests in this
conptry. Naturally enongh, the pablic mind
is serionsly agitated on the gquestion of candi-
dutes. Who are to be the leaders of the two
great parties ; who are to be ehosen to repre-
srut the ideas of eentralization and negro su-
premacy en the one hand, and of eomstita-
tionnl liberty and white government on the
other hand? On the Republican, or radical
¢ide, the competition is narrowed down to
two wen. The geneml of the army and the
cLief justice of the Supreme Court are the
only persons named in conneelion with the
Republican nowination. A few weeks ago it
secmed as if General Grant had distanced his
rival, and that be would not meet with se-
rions opposition at the Chieago convention.
After their defeats in November, the Republi-
vans seemed to fly for refuge and succos to
CGrunt, as if, vnder the shelter of his protect-
ing name, they expected to find safety from
the impending danger. In the meantime
Grant clubs were formed in various places,
and some of the great merchants and bankera
of New York entered iuto the movement with
nn pppesranes of zeal and energy, although
diseluiming any purty aflilistion or designs,
But this movement, so far from benefitting
Grant, has injured him. The men who nre
engaged in it have no strength of their own.
They conld not eleet a constable in nny ward
in New York city, They are known simply
s8 great capitalists and traders, aud bond
heolders, and any politieal movement which
thuy initiste excites the suspicions and
aronses the antagonism of those preat masses
who are sure to arrey themselves against the
wenlthy and faovored classes. Besides this,
Grant's tergivieations and prevarieations in
the Stanton affair bave greatly damaged his
charnoter.

A Tew weeks aco the Republican conven.
tion of New Hampshire nominatsd Gen.
Grant for the Presidency, in the hope that the
smpposed intlnence of his name might stay
the tide of opinion so evidintly setling
ngninst them, aud cave them from defeat at
the Biate clection next month. This step,
bowever well ndvised it might bave been for
the Republienn party of New Hampshire, was
extremely ill-advised for the friends ot Gen.
Grant. If the Republieans are defeated at
the Btute election, it will be seen that the
prestige of his name is a veritable shame,
Moreover, the friends of Chase will, in all
probebility, seize the opportanity to give
Grant a stab in retumn for the supposed de-
fection of the Grantites at the antumn elecs
tiops. There ean be no question that Grant's
chanees for the nomination have been visibly
declining during the last three wecks, Yet
Le must lose much more to lose the nomina-
tion. As mutters pow stand, he will beat
Chase for the nomination perhaps as badly as
Le will be beaten in the electoml eollege.

The question of the Vice-Presideney, thongh
following lingo infervalls after that of the
Presidency, is beginning to attract much at-
tention. The rival claime and aspirations of
the competitors for the first place on the
ticket may, indeed, affect the chances of the
capdidetes for the second place. Among the
mames most promivently mentioned on the
Bepublican side are those of ex-Governor
Buckiogham of Connecliout, Governor Bal.
lock of Massachusetls, Governor Fenton of
New York, snd Judge Durel of this city. It
is imposeilide to say which is the strongest of
these.  Governor Fenton, probably, conld do
more for himsell than the others, from the
fact of baving a larger delegation to back
him. If, however, Judge Darel could com-
biue the Southern vole in the convention, Le
would beeome very formidakle. Nor is this
nulikely; since he is the only Sonthern condi-
date named, Certuinly no one else can com-
mand seventy votes on a first ballot; and the
man who gets that many will be very apt to
succeed.  Desides this considaration, Judge
Durel, in addition to his repulation as an able
Jjurist, will bring to bear for the nominution a
chaticter for devolion to his friends that has
never been questoned. This werdy per-
sopal consideration will earry great weight
before suy convention.
