not be construed to authorize the settlement
of any claim for supplies or stores taken or
furnished for the use of, or nsed by, the ar-
wies of the United States,” or for any dam-
sge or injury dope by the military authorities
or treops of the United States, when such
claims originated in one of the so-called in-
enrrectionary States. The true sense of this
law is simply thut the people of the Southern
States bave no riglts which the United Statcs
government ia bonnd to respeet.  The theory
on which it is based is that all the peopls of
those States were public enemies—*

and *disloyal” alike—and the doctrine
is implicitly asserted that public ene-
mies may be robbed of their pro-
perty aod lbilum by the troops
of a hostile government. Now this doetrine
is nolonger held by any eivilized nation. Itis
the doetrine of barbarians and savages; of the
bhordes of Attila, or Genghis Khan—not of
the governments and nations which boast that
the horrors of wiur bave beem mitigated by
the recognition of private rights, and by the
establisbment and observance of a code which
draws a distinct line between property which
is eapturable, and property which is exempt
from eapture.  Itis false in morals, and fulsein
lnw, that all the effects of a hostila people are
jnstly liabla to. seixure, confizcation and de-
struction by on invading army. It is false
that private rights exist only at the grace of a
conguneror. It is fulse that the armics of the
United States had o right to take or destroy
private property without compensation to the
owners. The very object with which the
federal government pretended to prosecute
the war contradicts such s theory. It was
proclaimed that the armies of the United
Stutes invaded the BSouth in order to
compel obedience to the Constitation ; agd
that very Constitution declares that private
property shall not be taken for public uses
without adequate compensation. It was

declared that the armies of the Union cama,

inthe spirit of fraternity and love, to restore

an erring people to their relalions with the

genernl government; but this law implies

that they came in the spirit of devils, and

with the motives of robbers; that they eamo

to oppress, to plunder and to destroy; to

annihilate, and not to establish rights; to

enslove, and not to protect. Buch a confes.

sion is an seknowledgment of wrong, injos-

tico and outrage. The true mission of a

government i3 {0 defend and protect the

rights of property and of the person. If the

armies of the United States did wot come on

bekbalf of such o government as that, they

bad no right to come at ull. The assnmption

that their mission was simply s mission of
conquest, and that the right of the conqueror

is to despoil the conguersd of his property,

and to deprive them of their personal rights,

is an open confession of frandulent pre-

paper correspondence, were l&l impressions,

Lis deductions, andhis surmises not clouded

negro slavery., They are well aware that the
mere transfer of the government to the Dewo-
eratic party could not bring back their golden
sge. They know that there are industrial,
moral and socinl conditions of material re-
cuperation which mnust, in the end, adjust
themselves upon the bLasis of an established
change, independently of party platforms and
of governmental policies. What they ardently

In token of respect for
bim, everyhody on the plantation, young snd old,
white and black, were d by the t
of the plantation to attend Lis funeral—and we
are very sure there never wersa more heartfelt
prayers uttered for the repose of the soul of any
cne than were then offered in behalf of ** 014
Unele Orange.” The writer of this paragraph,
whko waa present, was then eight years old, bat
he never will forget the impressive scene when
sixty or seventy people, white and black, children
aspd aduolts, were gathered around the grave of
that feithful old eervant. He had bean free, to
all intents and purposes, for a great many years,
and had accumulated his savings by raising pigs,
chickens, ete., snd doing roogh shoemsker's
work., When kis cabin was searched after hls
death, his money was found stuck away io all
eorts of holes and corners, and in his chest was
found & rude sttempt, in writing, at the making
of & will—for the old man could read and write.
In this will he appointed his master kis executor.
He gave lus personal efects to & niece, (Le had
no children,) and Lis money he directed to be
equally divided between his niece and his master,
The will, of course, had no validity io law; but
his master, it is hardly oecessary to say, strictly
carried oot the old man's wishes, except that he
devoted a portion of the money bequesthed to
bim to the erection of a havdseme tombstone
uver Lis grave.
