" r--On the ?!th instant, I requested you to
give me irn writing instructions which you had
previously given me verbally, not to obey any or-
der from lion. E. M. Stanton, secretary of war,
utiles I knew it came troin yourself. To this writ-
tU request I received a metsage that has left
doubt in my mind of your intention. To prevent
any possible niisunderstanding, therefore, I renew
the request, that you will give me written Instr.c-
tions, and, until they ore received, will buspend
action on your verbal ones.

" I am compelled to ask these instructions in
writing, in consequence of the many grss misre-
presentations, aflecting my personal honor, cir-
culjted thriugh the press for the !ast fortnight,
pu:rporting to rime from the president, of cou-
ve raations which occurred either with the president
privately, in his office, or in cabinet meeting.
what is written admits of no misunderstanding.

" In view of these misrepresentations referred
to, it will be well to state the facts in the case.
Some time after I assumed the duties of secretary
of war ad interim, the president asked my views
as to the course Mr. Stanton would have to pur-
cue in case the Senate should not concur In his
buspension, to obtain possession of his office.

" My reply was in substance that Mr. Stanton
would have to appeal to the courts to reinstate
him, illustrating nmy position by citing the grounds
I had taken in the case of the Baltimore police
conmissioners. In that case I did not dou.bt the
technical right of Governor Swann to remove the
old commissioners and appoint their successors.
As the old commissioners refused to give up. how-
ever, I cosinded that no .asouroe was left but to
appeal to the courts. Finding that the president
w.s desirous of keeping Mr. Stanton out of uoi e
whelher bnstained in the suspension or not, I stated
that I lad not looked particularly into the tenure
of ofi;e bill, but that what I stated was the gene-
ral principle, and If I should change mly ni:, in
this particular case, 1 would lnform him of the
fact.

" Subsequently, on reading the tenure of otnie
bill closely, I found I could not. without violation
of law, refuse to vacate the office of secretary of
war, the moment Mr. Stlaton was reinstated by
the Senate, even though the president ordered me
to retain it, which he never did.

"Taking this view of the subject, and learnln
on Saturday. the 12th inst., that the Senate had
token up the subject ot Mr. Stanton's suspension,.
after some converration with Lieutenant GeneralShermsn, and some members of my stetf, in which
I stated that the law left rme no discretion as to
n.3 action shnu' 1 Mr. Stanton be reinstated, and
that I intenided to inform the president, I went to
t'e preeit.nt for the sole purpose of making this
pecision known, and did make it so known. In

this I fulfilled the promlise made in our last pre-
ceding conversation on the subject. The prepi-
dcr.t, however, instead of acceptina my view of
the requirements of the tenure-of-otfice"ball, con-
tended-he had suspended Mr. Stanton under au-
thority given by the Constitution, and that the
same authority did not preclude him from report-
ilg, as an act of courtesy, his reasons for the sus-
ipntion to the Senate; that having been appointed
tni!• r authority given by the Constitntlon, and not
ui;der the act of Congress, I could not be gov-
erned by the act.

" I stated that the law was binding on me, non-
tlitut inal or not, iun!eCsd set aside by the pro:,r

tobutal.
