DEDIN ANCE.

Axr. 151, Immediately npon tha adjoarnment
of this cunvention, this Constitation shall be sub-
mitted for ratitiention to the registered voters of
the State, in conformity to the act of Congress
cutitled ** o act to provide for the more efliciant
government of the rebel Btates,” and the acts
supplementary thereto.

An ordinance was offered by Wickliie of Or.
leans, lixivg the days for voting upon the Conati-
tution on the 13th and 14th of March, Friday and
Baturday.

carefully selected and recommended by s board
of experienced vificers:

First—A post situsted in the fork of the Main
and North Coneho rivers, in lattitnde approximat.
ing 42 deg. 24 wee. north, and longitude 24 deg.
4% peo, weel from Washington, for six companies
of euvalry and two cowpanies of lnfantry.

This post will be named Fort Concho—subject
to the approval of the secretary of war.

Second—A post on the clear fork of the Brazos
river, al a point called Maxwell's Ranche, in the
northwest corner of Shackleford county, for four
companies of cavalry and two compauses of ln-
faniry.

ThI{ rm is to be named Fort Griffia, in honor
of the jate Brevet Msjor General Grifiin, who re-
rently died while in command of this military dis
trict, and in commemorstion of his services dur-
jug the iate war—subject to the approval of the
secretary of war.

Third—A post adjoiaing the town of Jacks.
bore', Jack county, fur six compawes of cavalry,
and two companies of 1nfumf.

This post to be pamed Fort [ichardson, in honor
of the late Major General Tsrael B. Richardeon,
who died of wounds received at the battle of Ans
&eum. subject so the approval of the secretary

Fourth—A post on Red River, near the mouth
of the Little Wichita, in Montague or Clay conuty,
the exact position to be determined by General
Teyoolds, commanding Distrioy of Texas, alter &
careful examioaticn and report, either by an ex-
perienced olicer or by a bowrd of officers 1o be
detalled by him, for four companies of cavalry
and two companies of infantry; this post to be
pamed Fort Buinham, in bonor of Brigadier Gen-
€ral Hiram Burnhem, who was kilied at the as-
#anlt on Fort Harrison, near Richmond, Virginia,
in 1564, snbject to the approval jof the secretary

of war,

After the establishment of the foregoing posts
the main line of defense for the Weatern and
Northwestern frontier of Texas will beas follows,
viz: Commencing st Fort Duncas, on the Rio
Grande, passing through Fort Clark, Fort Ter-
rett, Fort McKavett, Fort Coacho, (Forts Chad
bourne and Pbantom Hill, picket posta,) Fort
Grifin, (Fort Belknap, picket,) Fort Richardson
and Fort Burnham.

The work on the new posta will be pashed for-
ward until their completion as rapidly and con-
stuntly sa possible by the quartermaster’s de-
pertent, aided in every way wm which it can be
made available by the labor of the troops, regard
being had in this resp 1o the requi of
fg;ml order No, 96, sdjutant general's office, of

The recommendation of the board of officers
ted in special orders No. 186, of 1867, from
the headquarters, Distriet of Texas, in respoct to
the system to be adopted fur the employment of
troops and method of supply on this live, is sp-
proved, and will be carried out,as far s practl-
cable, by the commanding officer, District of
Texas.

The posts on the line will be connscted with
onch otber, and with San Antonio, by telegraph,
if approved by the war department.
