GREENBACES AND THE FIVE-TWENTIES.

There are two points of view from which the
proposal to redeem the five-twenty bonds in
treasury notes may be conmsidered—one in-
volves the question of the financial effect of
contraction or expansion of the eurrency on
the industry aud erce of the bry ;

It is proper to state fhat Sir. Pendleton, to
whom the origin of this idea has been
aseribed, declarcs that his project is not ne-
cessarily attended with inflation ; but that, on
the contrary, it may be consummated without
producing any material expansion of the cnr-
rency. Leaving this branch of the discussion
ont of view, there would remain ouly the
question of fuith ; rnd it is on this point that
the proposal to redesm the five twenties in
trensury notes, has been most flercely as-
sailed, I the scheme really involved what is
eulled repudiation in an unquestionable form,
it wonld not commaud a moment's attention
in the so-called loysl Btates, nor would the
distingnished Democratic statesman who is
its putative father, have risked bis reputation
by proposing it, Ultimately, impatience of
tuxation mey bring the popular mind to tole-
rate what an assumed sense of national honor
pow rejects ; but that time has not arrived. It
is still wrapped in the intricate mazes of an
unknown future. It is potentiully remota ; it
way be positively near. Dub as yet no
politieian  bas  been bold emongh to
utter  1he word repudistion. The fact
that the nnpopularity of that word, and of the
jlen which it expresses, has not deterred the
people of the Northwest, and the political
leaders who rely on popular favor, from
sdopting the plan of poying off the five-
twenties in greenbacks, shows that, at least
in fthe opinfon of the publie, this project is
not synonymous with repudistion. On the
contrary, there is a captivating idea of justice
and equality in the plrase of *one currency
for the bondholders and the people,” as the
antithesis of the imputation cast upon the
other paaly in the ery of *gold for the bond-
Lolders, and depreciated currency for the
people,” The party opposed to Mr. Pendle-
ton's views already find that the effect of these
sententious but damaging eollognialisms can-
ot beaverted by the cry of bad faith and
repudiation.

The New York Times, in an elaborate ar-
ticle, attempls to meet the case by defining
the meaning of the word *dollar,” in regard
to which it says there has been o great
amount of misconception. That paper de-
elares that, under any and all circumstances,
the word dollar signifies a certain silver coin
weighing 4121 grains of standard silver. As
it finds that the five-iwenties promise to pay
80 wuny dollars nt such a time, it assumes that
they must be redeemed in silver dollars, or the
equivalent in gold coin. Now this is simply
begging the question, which is whether or not
the word *‘dollars” on the fuce of the five-
twenties means coined dollars or paper dol-
lurs, or either, at the option of the govern-
went. The Times goes on to say that the
“ dollar” named on the face of the treasury
note, is, likewise, a silver coin, weighing
4124 praivs of standard silver, omils equiva-
lent in gold. **No other idca ean be formed
of it,” says the Times; and the proposition is
strictly true. The treasury noles are issued
as_the equivalent of coin, dollar for dollar,
nudd if they were thus practically equivalent,
they would serve for the redemption of the five-
twenties just as well as gold or silver. It wis
on the presumption that legislation could foree
s practical equivalent, that greenbacks were
made a legal tender in the puyment of private
debts. Dat, on the theory of the Times that
this equivalence exists practieally, as well as
hypothetically, greenbacks would now be at
par, private debts would be paid, indiffer-
ently, in coin or paper, and the whole discus-
sion a8 to the five-twenties wonld be super-
fluous and profitless,

On the cther hand, how ean it be econ-
tended that the faith of the govermment is
pledged any more decply to the holders of
the five-twenties than to tho holders of trea-
sury notes? On its face the one dollar trea-
sury note bears these words: * The United
States will pay one dollar, at the treasury in
New York.” This is an cbligation payeble
on demand. If the mote is presented for
payment, the claimant will receive, not a
silver ar gold dollar, but simply another
paper dollar. Yet the (faith of the govern-
ment is pledged to pay one dollar—precisely
that dollar of 412] grains of standard silver
to which the Times refers. If there is repa.
dintion snywhere, it is in the refusal to pay
this obligation when due—that is to say, on
demand. Dut, in the case of the five-
twenties, there is this difference: when they
were issued the preenbncks were in exist-
cnee ; they were the recognized and legal
curency of the conntry ; they were used in

the payment of private debts and of loans to |

the government. Put, ia the popular lan-
guege aud in the language of the law, when
the word * dellar” was used, it siguified the
paper doilar, and not the silver or gold dollar.
Why does not the word * dollar " on the face
of the five-twenties mean precisely the dollar
meant in all other cases exeept those in which
gold or silver is expressly named? This is
the whole point ; and in this lies the difer-
enee between the fivestwenties and green-
bocks; the former are supposed to be redesm-
able in the curremcy in use when they were
issed, and the latter are, clearly, redoemable
in silver or gold.

to establish an equilibrinm, which, however,
is nover established, because it is no soouer
altained than it begins to give wiy under an
unccasing tendeney 1o €Xcess,

In Europe and in the United States alike
{bere has been exeessive activity in ways that
were culenlated to withdraw people from the
country and to divert lubor frem rural occu-
patious, sud to congest and choke up the
great cities with surplus population, ‘The
consequence is that supplies of food are short
of the demand in both Europe and America.
There would be absolute fumine, beyond ques-
tion, in many places, if commerce did notb
perform the beneficent office of making up
for local deficlencies by o system of trans-
portation end distribution which professional
charity could never provide. In faet, charity
sppears in some cases only to uggravate the
evil, #s in London where it has notoriously
converted thousands of poor, whom it pur-
posed to relieve temporarily, into confirmed
panpers. Like the freedmen’s bureau in the
South, instead of putting its recipients in a
way to Lelp themselves, it has opera-
ted a8 a premium on idieness and
seduced them from productive industry.

The nature of the distress in this conntry,
and the remedy for it, are thus sketched by
the New York Journal of Commeres :
