Corgress of the Usited Btates, in sgcordance
with the laws of the United States.”

the Bouth, and no so-called eivil State govern-
ment in toch States shali be recognized by either
\he executive or judicinl power of the United
Stutes until Congress sball so provide, or antil
#uch Btate is represented iu the Congress of the
United States.

The ion scts are declared politieal in
their charncter, the propristy or validity of which
no judieial tribuoal is competent to question, and
the supreme Ceurt of the United States is hereby
probibited from Wsking jurisdiction of sny case
growing ont of the execution of said acta, in
either of said States, unlil such State shall be rep.
resented, eto., aud such cases now pending be-
fore that court shall be dismissed, and all acts
sothborizing an sppeal, writ of error, habeas
corpus or other proceeding te bring befors said
court fer review any cuse, civil or criminal, aris-
ing out of the execntion of eaid reconstruction
scts are bereby repealed.
