gEXAGSalMA SN WDAY.

The morning services in Calvary Episcopal
Church, Prytanta street, and the evening services
in Trinity Church, Jackson street, were of mote
than usual interest on Sunday last. Bishop Wil.
mer, with several of the clergy, was present at
both. and the corgregations were so large as to
fill each church to overflowing.

After morning prayers had been read at Calvary,
and an excellent practical address delivered by
Rev. Mr. Jubonson, of Bayou Sara, Mr. 8. E. Beford
(late Maj-,r Buford) was ordained to the Diaconate
by the bishop. The impressive ceremony of th'
administratirn of the rites of confirmation ful-
Iwed. Sonie forty candidates presented them-
selves for the solemn laying on of hand, and as
the reverend bishop, pl.cing his hands upon
each bowed head, prayed " Defend, Oh Lord, this
thy servaniit, etc., there was not one in that
trowded congregation who did not feel the beauty
of those words "ever more and more." Those
words which once gave to the pen of Mrs. Sigour-
ney a mnre than poetic power.

In the evening, at Tranty, the services were
equally intererting, involving one of those occ i.
sions where, in response to the cries of a suffer.
ing church, the hearts and hands of all present
were opened to give. After the evening prayerb
had been read by Rev. Mr. Smedes, of Pass
Christian, and the lessons by Rev. Mr. Percival, of
the Church of the Annunciation, the choir sang
that grand old anthem " Old HuBondred " to the
words of the 102d I'ilmn commencing, "' Before
Jehovah's awful thr,,ne."

Bishop Wilmer then rose, and after briefly com
menting upon the beauty and significance of the
words j':st stng in adoration, stated that from all
parts of the diocese there came accounts of ap-
tpalling ditress among the people of the church,

and that the congregation might be more
thoroughly Iilorrmed upon this unhappy condition
of aflairs, he would call upon clergymen from the
rural plarnioies to give in brief their narrations.

The Itov. Mc. Clute, of St. Tamri,-iy, first ad-
drtesed ti e congregation, stating that no better
tfeld for l piscopal missionary labor could he de-
sired than in the towns of Covington, Manl,-
ville,I.ewisburg and Madisunville. Here, said he,
are four towns, in each of which many peip'e
desire the privileges of church worship. And
yet, I alone am obliged to do it all, beside teach.
ing a pari.h, and another school, vititing the sick
and perlormnig the rites of baptism, marriage,
or ,urial. All that we need is missionary oil,
and money to support us while prosecuting the
good work.

Rev. Mr. Johnson, of Bayou Sara, gave an ac-
count of Funie distress existimg in his priash. but
was gener•usly wihliog to abstain from calling
for help while others were in greater need.
Ietv. 3!r. Blakeneil, of Mt. ()livet parinh, A!-

giers, told sad stories of destitution among a por-
tion of hi-- parishioners. He knew, he sail,. of
one litle girl who had walked five miles, bare
footed, in crd=r to be baptized by hibm.
He kiew of one clergyman now here
who, when he should return to his family, it would
be to hear some of his children crying for bread,
and he leared to go back to them without the
money to relieve their necessities, in the name of
the church.

Rev. Mr. Adams, of this city, told of simi ar
destitution existing here within our midst. At
the close of his remarks, Rev. I)r. Beckwith,
recttr of Trinity, appealed to his congregation,
eseecially to the young men of Trinity Benevrlent
Association and the ladies of the Bishop Polk
Society, to come forward and raise for their suf
fering brethren the Trinity Church portion of the
amount needed-$2000. Turning to the bishop.
Dr. Becckwith pledged that this should be donte.
A collect:on, amounting to about $500, was then
taken up. Meanwhile some of the laity c ,n
ferred with the rector, andt tatedr their belief
that half the amount needed could be raised
atlrtng those present. Dr. tcik with stated thie
to the congregation, together with the suggestiin
that three who had not the amount with them
which they desired to contribute might do so by
written Fledges, to be redeemed thereafter. A
gentleman at once rose in his seat and sail, " I
wi'l be one of twenty to raise 1o00;." " And 1,"
" And I," came from oti.hr parts of the church.
Numerous smaller amounts (twenty, ten and five
dollais) were deposited, and when the cuilection
|hlkets were returnied to the chancel, it was
found that Dr. Beckwith tha redeemed his pledge.
The, secord collection had amotunted to one thin
sand and six dollars.

The choir then sang- " Gloria Tibi," the cn
gregation rising while the bishop placed the free-
will otlerings upon the altar. lie then offered up
a prayer, and the congregation reti ed, none feel-
ing otherwise than Lai.jpy at Laving witnessed so
noble an outburst cf Christian syol atchy.
