The
changes in the tenare of property from year
to year are such that a large proportion of
the taxes, based on the assessments (f a pre-
vious year, could not be eelleeted at all.
Thousands of pieces of property change
hands in this city alone, in the coarse of a
year; and in such cases the name of a ficti-
tions owner, in all probability totally irre-

sponsible, would appear on the assessment
books. Of course the State would lse the
taxes on all property in this situation.
In this city, likewise, many buildings
are dcstroyed by fire,

' 
in the course

of a year; yet the losers would be taxed just
as if they had suffered no loss. In all such
catos as these either the State would loee the
tax( s, or persons would be taxed on property
which tha y do not own; the real owners
tottally eluding pay ment. There are many
instanc(s, too, in which the unproductive
property of lIst year, has been improved, and
cnrsequenty, become liable to a much heavier
txlation than before. For instance on the
square bounded by Fulton, Rouseaun, Seoond
i.rd Third streets there were only three build-
intg when the assessment rolls for 1867 were
made out-now there are nineteen tenements

on that square. The batture between Canal
(aid Conti streets was, last year, assessed as
viecant lots, at $50,000. Now there are ware-
houbes on this site, valued at $750,000.

In cther departments, likewise, there have

Ibn great eth.ges. Many commercial firms

have dis•olved or failed since the last assess-
mt lts wtre uade; and many new firms have

be n esbtablbshed. How will it be possible to
i(lieve the former, or to collect licences from

the latter if the old asesaumeut rolls got'n
the tax collectors? Besides this there are li-
ce.vc s to Ie provided for new markets, shoe-
nakeri, blacksmiths, hucksters, peddlers, and
ether tradesmen ; contractors, pawnbrokers,

Laketrs, etc. In short,"the changes which
take plnace in a great city like this, from year
to 3 ear, are so numerous as almost to defy es-
tinaite. The consequence, therefore, of-ld-
lerirg to the assessment of 1867 would be
great inju-tice to individuals and serious loss
to the State. It is to be hoped that General
H•nIcok a ill revise this portion of his order,
and thus obviate the perplexities and embar-
rassments which would otherwise be sure to
ensue.
