1 d. The amount of city money in circn-
lation now is cousiderably less than at the
time when Gen. Sheridan replaced the muni-
cipal administgption elected by the people
with officers his own appointment. In
spite of stagnation of capital, discouragement
of industry, and impoverishuent in the sur
rounding country, the produncing and tax-
paying classes of the city have gradnally en-
larged, and its total population is estimated
to have increased from less than two hundred
thousand in 1560 to mearly three hundred
thousand in 1868. In a political aspect, the
situation is not essentially chunged from what
it wos when Eberidan jnangurated congres-
stonalreconstraection.

The recent orders of General Grant are
logical incidents of the system then estab-
lished. Grant is simply doing from Washing-
ton work in the radical carpet-bag interest,
which # was presnmed that a district com-
mander, faithful to the intent, rather than to
the laws, of the eongressional reconstrnetion-
ists, would do on the spot, without suggestion
or direction from headquartexs. While Sheri-
dan and Mower were commanders, such inter-
ference from parlisan eonsiderations was at
any moment lisble to oecar, And,if the
course of General Grant may allow little or
no hope for obtuining at present a different
disposition of things by ling to Wash-
ington, it is well to remember, on the other
hand, that in his recent action with regard to
our municipal affuirs, he has assamed respon-
sibility for the charaeter and conduct of the
officials whom he bas forced upon the eity.
They constitute, so to speak, the body of an
administration of which he is the chief, Ha
must shoulder whatever infamy it may incur
by profligacy and corrnption. If it eanse
taxation to grind the people, and the money
of the poor to shrivel to worthless rags in
their bands, apon his head will full the male-
dictions of the sufferers; and though his fame
were before as fuir as an angel's, the widow's
tear and the orphan's curse would stain and
blast it with the mark and the brand of indeli-
ble shame and immortul scorn and dsbesia-
tion, 1It, therefore, devolves upon General
Grant, if he sels any value upon his reputa-
tion for only its partisan uses, to see well to
the fature proceedings of the administration
which he fastens upon this city.

For {he rest, we advise our people in gen-
eral to do their utmost to overcome s ten
dency to panie, in themselves or others, in
respect to the ecity finances, Let them en-
deavor to make the foree of public opinion a
power in the eity government, no matter what
wsy be its political origin or complexion.
Let them insist, manfully and carnestly, bas
not boisteronsly and frantically, that the
wayor and council shall take measures at once
for funding the excess of city cirealation, and
for pulting the city finauces in a definite, in-
telligible ax d satisfactory shape that would
restors confidence in city money, and bring
it to par with greenbacks. This money
ought never to be under that par. Itis on a
better basis than the greenbacks areon. The
aggregate debt of which it is a part is in a far
less proportion to the resources pledged to its
redemption, than isthe aggregate debtof the
United States. The very existence of the city
is in pledge for this money. And, amid the
perils and doubts of these disjointed and con-
vulsive times, the existence of New Orleans is
oue of the very few certainties whioh either
hope or calculation can grasp or firmly hold
a8 o staff that will not break now or hereafter,
Reconstruction may at last end in worse dis-
traction; radical frenzy may wreck the Union
forever, and the federal government may sink
amid the ruins of constitutional liberty; but
New Orleans will stand us surely as water
shall econtinue to yun, grass to grow and the
sun to shine,

All funetions become impaired by dis-
use. Rights are lost by remittimg their pras-
tice. The assertion of ltighl.avenw‘hmiu
practical enfi t is impossible, is valo-
sble to the extent that it preserves that love
of Hterty and regard for law which, other-
wise, would soon become extinet. It is, there-
fore, clearly the duty of the people of this
Stute to vote for presidential electors mext
November, and o transmit their electoral
vote to Washington, in order to strengthen the
bands of that great party on which we rely
for salvation from the perils which now sur-
round us. We should pay no heed to the
fraudulent Constitution which radical tyravny
may seek to impese on ua. 'We should not
recognize, or tolerate it, except so far as we
are compelled to do so, The Republicans
rely on the negro vote of the South to keep
them in power. The Democrats rely on the
white race—the only constitutional politieal
community existing within the limits of
these Btates. It is for ma to give them the
opportunity to profit by an ellianee which
must be of far more benefit to us than to
them. We repeat, therefore, that the nomina-
ticn of an electoral ticket wus an emivently
proper and consisient act.
