scandul. It was in this condition of mind on
the subject of corrency that they addressed
themselves to the work of preseribing the
powers and limitations of the governmeat of
the® new Union; and, hence, thers i3 not a
line or & word in the Constitution framed by
them which invests Congress, or any other
branch of the government, with authority to
foree upon the people a legal tender mana-
factured out of paper, or to estublish o woa-
etary standard possessing no intringde valus
and of infinite musabilify of measare.  Not
conlent with - thus unqalifiedly withholding
such a right from {he federl government,
they took care to expressly forbid the exer-
eize of it by any of the States.

Nevertheless, no sooner did the occasion of
the late war fornish a pretext, based ona
seemingly overmaling nationsl expediency, for
supplying the pecuuniary wants of the govera-
ment with the products of ‘A paper money
mwill, than greenbacks were put forth as legal
tender, and urged upon creditors with sach
emphasis that individuals and courts alike
almost nniversally nequiesced in the proceed.’
ing either on the plea of necessity or of
patriotie duty. From that hour np to the
present the United States Supreme Court has
systemstienlly evaded the considerstion snd
decision of the question of the constitution-
ality of greenbacks, Dut there are now some
indications that the dime is st hand for a
definitive judicial disposition of the question.
Greenbacks have lost their odor of national
sanctity. The dominant party no longer
devotes itself to *saving the life of the
pation"” with that or any other species of
unconstitutional expedient, but it thinks only
of saving its own life, and is ready to do so,
if need be, by laying destructive haods on
greenbacks, or whatsoever other obligations
it may have contracted in the name of the
nation. * That in these circumstances the
Buprems Court should at length give symp-
toms of & willingness to pass upon the ques-
tion of the constitutionality of the legal
teuder act, is very suggestive of the tendency
of such bodies to take their bent and com-
plexion from the prevalent sentiment and the
strongest force of the hour. Among the
recent intimntions that the Supreme Court
was thus dispoced is the statement of a cor-
respondent of the New York Commercial
Advertiser, that it is thonght that this court
will decide that **greenbacks are unconstitn-
tional,” and that the secretary of the treasury
will getlle all claims as they may arise Ly
paying them in ecin. “'!h:s, he says,
«will settle the whole matter in a manner
satisfactory to the people.” The New York
Times demurs in advance to such a deeision,
saying: * What will become of debts, pub-
lie and private, that have been already paid
in greenbacks? If such payment was uncon-
stitutional, they mmst be paid over again in
gold. Buch a decision would create wider
distress and greater confusion throughout the

country, ten times over, than a decision that

the reconstruction acts are unconstitutional”
It does not follow that debts formerly paid
in greenbacks would bave to be paid over in
gold. Creditors who had accepted payment
in such money wonld be bound by the aceapt-
ance. Theywould have to abide by the re-
knowledgment which they had given of the
debt, even though they shonld have acceptad
payment in echips end shavings, It is their
default if they have received as money in sat-
isfaction of their dues that which was not
legal tender under the Comstitetion. In the
event, then, of such a decision, we ean see no
reason for anticipating * wider distress and
greater confusion™ as apprehended by the
New York Times, But there would be groand
to apprehend troubls from the large inorease
in the amount of outstanding Habilities, in
case the decision should be construed tore-
quire gold payment on the face of debts eon-
tracted on 8 paper woney basis. It I3 seavcely
conceivable, however, that such a comstruc.
tion, 80 at varinnee with the fact and the

sequity of the case, would be maintained.

Nor does it follow that beeanse greenbacks
would no longer be legal tender, they would
suffer n ruinous depreciation in the bands of
their holders. As a part of the national
debt, they would stand on the same footing
s the prineipal, without interest, of the five-
twenty and other bonds of the government ;
with this adventage.in their favor, that they
are payable on demand at the treasury,
wherens those bonds do not mature before
the lapse of fifteen or twenty years, The de-
cision of the constitutionsl incompetenecy of
Congress to create a legal tender of paper
would, of course, devolve upon the treasury
the obligation of taking up greenbacks pre-
sented for payment in the true legal tender
of the country, the gold and silver coin of
the United Btates. Whether thers would be
such & run on the freasury as to exbaust its
specie, is a question that admits of a variety
of aspects, and is luble to bo affscted by
many possible but uncertaln contingendies.
Meanwhile, it is safe to say that, were politi-
cal tranquility and confidence re-established,
fifty millions of the greenbacks would not be
redeemed in gold, before the remainder
would cireulate as sn equivaleut of gold ;
and, therefore, holders would have no motive
for demanding specie payment of them from
the treasury.

It
is requisite now to invent votes, simce votes
can no longer be destroyed.
