tihe present euormous demand. On January 1-t
it was estimated thAt the stock in spinner's hisuad
was 80,000 bales, saince when they have taken
67 535 hales per week, and if we suppose the con-
eumptio has averaged 55 000 bales per week, we
make out that their preseet stock will be about
1Ft 0(0 bales. At the commencement of the
year consumption was about 62,000 bales per
week, now it is about 68,000 bales, showing that
spinners have now on hand about two weeks' sup-
ply over end above the stock which it is usual and
prudent fur them to hold at titis seasn of the
year. On the Continent, tI Amerias, and in this
c untry, consumption has inoreased to such an
extent that should it continue at the present rate
it will take about one million bales of cotton to
satisfy it above what was required last year. [he
question 'ten is. where is this million bales to
come fIrm ? To this question we can find no saus-
factory answer, as India and Egypt will send us
no muoe. it so much as they did last year. while
from America it is doubtful It-at the year's end
we will have received much more than we did last

A consideration of these circumstances 'he
comparatively low price of Cotton. more cheer-
ful news from India. profound peace in Europe,
cud the natural resotson from the terrilLOn loees
of lest autumn and winter, have no doubt stlimo
*ated spinners to enter the market freely and pur
chase to a very large extent. This fact should
not be lost sight of, an' spinners are now in a
position to purchase sparingly for a few weeksa
which would no doubt frighten weak holders, and
*s nearly all the (otton at sea and on the spot is
paying a fair. and in many cases a lare profit,
much of it may be preieed1or sale the moment a
reacticn was found to be setting in. That this
reaction will come sooner or later is certain; it is
only a question of how far purchasers of goods
will follow the advance in the raw material, and
at what point they will stop giving orders.

It must also be rt col'ected that the time is now
ramtidly approaching when we may hear of large
shipments from India, and we may not unreason
at,,y luook fr full receipts at American ports for
,s me weeks to come, as planters will probably
send forward their stocks as quickly as possible.
inflserced by advanced prices here and in Ame
rices, sad con trained to do so in order to obtain
money to enable them to go on with next year's
planting.

Yesterday
morning, from four o'clock until daylight, the
rain fell heavier than it has for sev6ral months
past.
