the guest of the model republic beyond the
Rio Grande, and make himself a disciple of
its unapproachable statesmanship. The event
referred to as described by a correspon-
dent, writing from the Mexican cap-
ital, happened in the State of Puebla.
There were four candidates at an
election which took place not long since in
that State, and one of them, who got more
votes than all his competitors put together.
was opposed to the party in power. This
fact, as well it might in a country so far ad-
vanced in political progress, worked the in-
validation of the vote in his favor. For the
legislature, faithful to the cause of the parti-
sans who composed its majority, straightway
nullified the election so far as this obnoxious
candidate was concerned, and gave the office
in dispute to that one of the minority can-
didates who received the fewest votes, but
was reputed to be the most "trooly loil " to
the dominant party. We think that even Gen.
Grant, or Thaddeus Stevens, or Horace Gree-
ley would admit, in view of this incident, that
the radicals in the United States have yet a
considerable lesson to learn from the kindred
party in Mexico.

Our own regard for the truth of history
compels us so far to lower the pride which we
feel in the general advancement of the peo-
ple of the United States, as to confess, with
hesitation and reluctance indeed, but with
explicitness and candor, that, in respect to
political progress, the American radical,
though a clever imitation, is yet notably
behind the Mexican original. There was,
for example, in the proceeding adverted to on
the part of the Puebla legislature, an off-hand
and direct manner of reaching the objective
point of party strategy, in comparison with
which the hocus-pocus of'reconstruction, of

ippeachment, of pretended election contests
and investigations, and other favorite devices
of the radical majority in Congress, looks
antiquated, circumlocutionary, stale, flat and
unprofitable.

Something surely can be done to relieve
the United States from the injurious effects of
this comparison. If Gen. Grant, too much
preoccupied with attending to those incalcula-
ble drafts upon his mighty intellect and his
Herculean energies, the fortification of Stan-
ton in the war office building, the mythical
terrors of the "*Kuklux Klan" in Tennessee,
and the devious loyalty and the duplex na-
tionality of Street Commissioner Baker
down here in Louisiana, is unable to pro-
ceed at once to Mexico, then Congress, let us
hope, will take prompt measures for sending
to that country a special committee, charged
with the duty of reporting how they do things
there in the way of vindicating "troo loilty"
and maintaining party ascendency. Profiting
by lessons thus obtained, the radical power
in the United States would understand how
to condense into spasms of a day usurpations
and revolutions that now extend, with altcrnt-
tions of paroxysm and syncope, through
tedious and vexatious months and even
years.

CITY IONEY.

It stems to be almost impossible to restore
a currency once vitiated by suspicion; and,
indeed, after the crisis of suffering caused by
depreciation has passed, it may not be desir-
able that the rejected medium should again
enter into circulation. Nobodyexpected, and
nobody desired that city money should again
be taken up as a currency, after its sudden
depreciation had expelled it from the position
which it has occupied for the last five or six
years. Most people-even those who could
ill afford the lose--thought, that, after all, it
was a happyriddance. But it was supposed,
with apparently good reason,'that the mea-
sures which, it was promised, would create a
demand for it, would bring it up very nearly
to par. The market ordinance and the com-
pulsory collection of back taxes, ought, ration-
ally, to have had a very sensible effect on the
market, and for a few hours such an effect
was manifested. But, for the last four or five
days there has been no material rise. The
pnce has hung around the twenties, and ,peo-
pie who purchased at sixteen begin to think
that ordinary causes fail in this case. lBut
cause and efftrect exhibit thmc:nselvecs as to city
money as in all other human affairs. The
dificulty is to see the cause--even when the
effect is palpable. Now if it were certain
that all the city money would be absorbed
within a reasonable period it would surely
improve rapidly in price, unless some oth 'r
cause should op.r:utt in a contrary direti n.
There seems to be such a certainty now, at
least as to a large portion ,f the issue. What
then is the counteracting (cu:;• ? A little re-
flection will make it plain. The public have
no confidence in the permanency of the anti-
oipated absorption. A million dollars may be
taken up-but if the sume million be again
put out, the results will l, •ulyr trn.,icnt. A•t
present there is no guarantee against the con-
tinned rc.ir;cue of city mloney. It may b
paid in at the treasury to-day, and paid out
again to-morrow. If, in atition to the pro-
vision for absorption, there were a certainty
of no further re-issue, the anticipated im-
provement would soon become manifest. It
is desirable, therefore, if it is the intention to
force upwards the value of city money, thit
some provision be made for the dsstruction of
this species of currency as soon as it is paid
into the treasury. We are not sure that it is
at all necessary to bring city money up to
par, since it has passed out of circulation,
but if the object is to be accomplished, it can
be achieved in no other way than this.

In the lst place the
fibres on the fee ed the registry do not
show the actual numereal relations even of
the registered rvoters. The proposition that
there are 83,000 egros over 21 years of age
in the State of Louiasana is quite as absurd
as the proposition that there are only 44,000
whites entitled to register under the reoea-
struction laws. At the outside there are not
more than 70,000 negro voters in this State,
and it is simply ridisulous to affirm that
every one of those entitled to register
availed himself of the privilege. Statistics
collected during many years show that, even
on occasions of the greatest political excite-
ment, about 10 per cent. of the legal voters
fail to go to the polls. But, supposing 95
per cent. of the negroes to have registered,
there would still be left a surplus of nearly
20,000 names fraudulently placed on the lists.
Under the "trooly loll" Sheridan rdgime the
first duty of the registrars-a duty discharged
with unequaled assiduity-was to register
early and often, all the negroes that presented
themselves. Everybody knows that the re-
gistration books were quite at the service of
the "wards of the nation," and that many of
these national pets spent a good
deal of their time in going
through the legal formalities in every dis-
trict in the city.. The importance of getting
these names eliminated from the lists is quite
as great as that of assuring the inscription of
legal white voters. It may seem difficult for
men to vote who are non-existent, but
nothing is beyond the capacity of the
"trooly loil" carpet-baggers who have taken
the State of Louisiana into their prehensile
keeping. The flying brigades of negroes to
be imported from the country will, of course,
be on hand to answer to the fraudulent
entries, after having voted early and often in
their parishes, just as it happened during the
four days' election in Mobile; and by such
means the "vagrant and mendicant loilists"
expect to fasten their flagitious work on the
people of Louisiana. These fictitious negro
voters must be disposed of. Their names, as
far as possible, must be removed from the
registry; and it is the duty of the registrars,
to the extent of their ability, to see that this

is effected. The committee, too, should take
the matter in hand, and lend such assistance
as may be in their power. The vagrant and
mendicant Constitution can be beaten, and it
must be beaten.
