The water in Lake Michigsn Js etid to be five
inches Jower than bss been knowan belora for
eighteen years, and thirty inches lower than it was
#ix years ago. This calls to mind some curieas
facts in regird to the rise and fall of the lskes,
and which, for yu%hn the sttention
of sgientific men. fle thé iakes are subject to
the rame tidal influences which prodoce the
oceanlo tides; and while these influsnves must be
teit, practically, owing to the comparatively small
ares of the lakes, there js no tidal ebb and flow
of their waters, it belag so slight ne to be imper-
oepritle.

Bat for a perfod extending over fifty years,
other curions phenomena have been noticed, and,
aa yet, have not been sausfactorily explained. It
has been ascertained that, with considerable regn
larity, there is a periodical ebb and fow in the
lake, the water rh]i:ﬁ gradoally from seven to
oine years, ard subsiding in the same manner,
while at | intervale, the waters reach an un-
wsually high and low stage, exactly correapooding
with the rise and fall of tha waters of the sea at
the spring tides. Throogh & long period of years,
ibis regularity bas been noticed, bat it is ot yet
i ubly establilshed that it is 10 obed
to some ondispovered law, and though very im-
probable, this svccession of the high low
steges—il the term be admiséible in this con
tion—may bave been the resgit of nocident.

Another noticeable fact Is that in the spring, at
a period when the discharge ioto the lakes is the
greatest, snd when they are least sffacted by
evaporation, the water is invariably the lowest.
In the fall, after the sabsidence of the spring
freshets, and when under the fall effect. of the
summer’s drought snd after the eveporstion has
been the greatest, it f8 found that instead of any
abatement jo the volume of water in their basing,
there has beens gradusl rise during the entire
summer. These are the facts, snd sithough they
have engaged the attention of scientiic men, no
solusiou bas yet been reached. It has becoime
spparent thet the lakes are pot affected by
freshets, droughts, or evaporation. But whether
these phenomens are the effeot of subterranean
chavnels and outlets, & sort of mystic connection
which brings the lakes withio the wflaence of in-
