Under the suspices of Mr. Shelley, the well-
known ex-correspondent of the New York Tri- s
bnne, Mr. D. Urban, the clerkof the United States
Circuit Court, was doing an extensive naturalize-
tion business yesterday. The law requires that in
naturalis:ng an alien, the witnesses who testify to
his moral character, the length of his residence
and 'bat he bas intended for three years previously
to become a citizen, shall be examined in " open
court ;" that the whole proceeding of naturaliza-
tion shall be in "open court." All the judges we I
have ever seen perform this function interrogate I
the applicant and the witnesses from the bench,
but Judge Durell leaves this important duty to the
discretion and judgment of his sub Urban, who
has printed forms for the evidence of the wit- 1
nesses, as well as for the declarations of the ap. I
plicants, and reads these forms to the parties,
swears them and then urbanely ushers them out
as legally wade citizens.

The neighborhood of Treme Market was the
scene of a great deal of popular excitement yes-
trf day. during the Inquest held by the coroner, at I
the residence of the Ludervi'k family, on St.
Peter street, upon the body of the infant child I
killed by a shot from a Monte t'risto rifle. A re-
port of the inluest is published elsewhere. The
verdict, in attributing the homicide to culpable
caelesasess, is in accordance with the views of
e'er) one in the neighborhood. Mr. Boadro, who
was the unfortunate cause of the death of the I
child, was firing from the atile of a two- a
story house, at pigeons on the roof of a
one-e'ory bui'dng, and the weapon must have had
a point blank range of over eighty yards, as where
the child was hit, is full seventy yards from where
he stood, and one of the balls as large, if not
larger than a buck shot, coming obliquely against
a hard pine gate post, penetrated it to the depth
of three quarters of an inch. If it be in the
power of the City Council, an ordinance should
be passed prohibiting .he sale of these deadly,
but almsot no:seless, weapons, which may be
used maliciously, as well as for amusement.

A dredge boat built at St. Louis, at a cost of
$250,000, under an appropriation of Congress for
widening and deepening the channel at the month I
of the river, is expected to arrive here within ten 1
days.

The gale of Monday afternoon unroofed the tug
ferry boat Jerry, lying at the Algiers ferry land-
ing opp site, carrying the hurricane roof some
distance before it landed, and transferring the
boat'S smoke stack to the wharf.

There are rumors in circulation to the effect that
the papers relating to the removal of Street Com-
missioner Baker, have been placed in General
Buchansa's hands by General Grant, with author-
ity for the former to act as he may see at in the
premlises; and that the reinstatement of Mr. Field,
the Hancock appointee, may be anticopated.

Stephen Sanders, a colored man, was incar
cerated yesterday, charged by one of the Second
Ward registrars with having taken a false oath in
applying for registration.

Thomas Williams, the negro, whose arrest at
the City Hall registry office on a charge of collu-
sion with perjur , was mentioned in the CxrscEzcr
06 Sunday, has been sent before the First District
Court by Recorder Neville.

Up to last evening about four hundred addi-
tional names had been registered in the Fourth
Ward, three-fifths of which were those of
whites.

The registration in the Fifth Ward, yesterday,
was-whites 142: colored 23. The total registra-
tion of the ward, thus far, stands-whites, 391;
colored F2.

Mr. Ripley, an arent of thelhouse of H. B.
Claflin & Co., New York, has caused the arrest of
H. I'lonsky of this city, on a charge of obtaining
goods to the amount of $50,000 from that firm
under false pretences. The accused was sent on
to New York, under a requisition from Governor
Fenton, and in charge of a New York pohlice-
man.

He was then
placed under arrest and.taken to the main
statioa."

Julia Lestram, colored, testified: "I reside at
No. 117 bt. Peter street. For two or three days I
had heard a elattering against the house where I
live, which Is across the street, a little toward
Mraris street, from where the lady was with the
child in her arms, when it wre shot. The clatter.
ng was like corn or shot against the hoeme. My
Jocko (parrot) seemed to be very much fright-
ened for two days. There It a flock of pigeons
which generally sets on a shed to front of the
house. In which I live, facing on the street. I saw
the lady after her baby was shot, and before she
had got intathe yard. and I a.ked her what was
the matteri She told me that across the street
they had shot her baby. I looked at the baby
and saw that it was shot in the head. It
was bleeding very much. This is the same
baby lying dead here. The child was a very
hearty, fat child. I saw her on Saturday evening,
and she was then very well."

A BoLn Itsroroza.-On Monday evening, about
9i o'clock, a strange white man entered the house
No. 400 St. Charles street, sad walking directly
up to the servants' room, demanded of one of
them the silverware of the house. The woman
refused to comply, whereupon the man struck her
with a piece of wood which he had in his hand,
and then made a speedy exit. Strange to say, he
escaped altogether.
