The necessity for military interference for the
purpose of keeping order should not arise, but if
it becomes necessary all are notified that proper
measures have been taken for the protection of
each in the exercise of his legal rights. Under
existing orders the sheriffs of the several parishes
are charged with the preservation of good order
at the polls, and they are notified that this duty
must be faithfully performed by them, on penalty
of such punishment as the laws of the constry
have provided. They are armed with ample an-
thority for the purpose, and it is expected that
they will exercise it fully, but kindly, and thus se-
cure a quiet election.
