hi alwayaopen. And there you rs as by the
ancient Foram with Its beauotful ruins, the re-
malms of former greaootnss. You pas under the
arch which Titus raised to counyemorete hs tra-
uEaph over the Jews, end see upon its sides the
sculptared figures of the " ark of the covenant,"
and the oven breached " golden candlestick " of

he Jewish temple. You pass the ruins of the
palace of the Cmasr, where Napoleon I1l, the
modern Octavius, is now making exeavaions.
You brush the shadow of the bulky Colswnam,
and drive beneath the arch of Coseantine, which
alone of all trimphal arches still stands un-
broken. Then out upon the " Va Trinuphals,"
over which the victorioes generals of Oup and
to ride in triumphab preceeslon with the~ Ingur-
thas and Zemobinu, telr Deciasn and Lybians, as
captives, and the spoils of war i trophie. Then
beneath the slopes of the Colian hill for a little
distance, and you strike the " Regia Viarm,"
the queen of roads, the Apples itself. By
this road how many, many legion of dantleess
soldisem have tramped forth to fight, oarrying the
eagles of the empire to the far liait of the civ-
lied world 1 They wet oquerg and to con-
quer; to kill without scruple and to subjugate
without right; fillo grPeed, ambtion and eorelty.
When nothing was let without to engage their
swords, they turned them upon their own citizens,
and Rome's victims were avenged In the blood of
Home's noblest children slain by her own iasati-
able legionaries.

At present the beginnings of the Appian road,
like other ways out of Rome, lie between high
stone walls, over which it is quite impossible to
see. Only huge r are visible on either side,
among which the baths of Caracalla, with their
lofty and massive arhee, occupy the most con-

plicuous place. Beyond thee is the eotrauce to
the catacombs, and on the other side to the tomb
of the viciplos, who are to be counted among the
foremost even of Romans. Then you reach the
only tomb still remaining in any kind of perfec-
tion, the sepulchre of Ceoilia MetalU, wife of the
Triumvtr Crassus. Now, Craseus was enor-
mously rich, and built this magnificent me-
morial to his wife, of hewn stone, so
solidly that it remains even to this day. It
is a landmark to all the region roundabout, and
chows not what virtue, but what wealth can do to
keep alive the obecurest names. Beyond this the
appian is one line of ruined tombs. Vast piles of
bnck succeeded each other for miles, the wayside
in strewn with broken coumns, headless statues,
iregments of arms and legs, feet and hands, and
bodies of marble, illegible inscription, bits of
marble arabesque, where every curve is full
of grace, fractured ben reliefs, urns, corloes, and
whatever was used by the ancients to preserve
and honor the naes of the mighty dead. No
sight can be more pathetic than these multitodln
one memonals of an extnet raeos, themselves also
half extinct. And beyond, on the one side, are
the broken arches of the great aqueducts, stretch-
ing far across the plain, like the wreck of some
giant temple now all gone to mere tradition, like
the religion it was meast to perpetuate. Behind
these, the enduring heights of the Alban and
Sabine mountains lt themselves as fresh and
strong as when Romulus struck Remus dead on
thd Palatine, or when Brutus slew Cioar in the
oapitol. God's work alone is stable.

From the Appian the eye also ranges over the
Campagna far and wide. The landscape s like the
sea. No other in the world is so like it, except
the sea itself, and you can scarcely keep from
looking for ships on the deceitful horison. To-
ward Rome you see tt. Peter's dome and the sides
of historic Jaminiue, and then the rest of the oity
in its still grand features. Altogether, a day
spent upon this way is fell of interest, and i.m-
presses the mind with a seese of Homan greatness
such as even the most famous ruins fall to con-
vey. The recourees of a peple who built casu-
tles end palaces for mere monuments to their
dead. and constructed them so carefully as to defy
all that "tire and ,pile"' have done to obliterate
them, most have been eves beyond our onncep-
t on of them.
