After the election, one of the boxes, un-
gealed and unlocked, as we are told, was
taken several times from the poll in charge
of negroes; but of what happened to it dar-
ipg these excursions we are ignorant as yet.
In the Third Ward carpet-baggery achieved its
most signal and brilliant trivmphs.  No kind
of frand that could be devised by the ingenu-
ity of the experienced creatures who manipu-
late the purty of Black Crookery was left un-
committed or unattempted. Double votiog,
voting on false papers, voting under false
pames, voting under false affidavits, were
only o few of the expedients resorted to.
But these would have been inanflicient ex-
eept for the audacions snd shameless eoloniza-
tion of hundreds of nou-resident negroes,
with the plantation mud fresh on their bro-
guns, and the awkward stuffing of tell-tals
ballot boxes. Battalions of ignorant and de-
luded mnegroes were marched through the
streets, and marshaled at the polls by shame-
less white conspirators, who insisted on vot-

In response to an application from these
persons Gemeral Buchanan had issued an
order instructing the commissionsrs to re-
ceive the ballots of *legnl * voters, in the
precinet in which they resided. This was
done in order to obviate ineonvenionces aris-
ing from the undue crowding of some of the
polls, On the strength of this order, which
was intended to protect **legal™ voters only,
the leader of one of the bands of vagrant
yoters obtained an order from the member of
the Board of Registration of the ward, per-
mitting persons to vote at any poll in the
ward, and suthorizing the person in charge
to instruct crowds where to vote.

Daniel Webster used to boast, humorously,
of his faculty for sleeping. His position as &
logician, or as a rhetorician, he would, in
wodesty, leave others to decide; but, as a
sleeper, Lie thought be could venture to claim
superiority witbout fear of competition or
dispute, although this superiority might be of
such a nature as to include all others. There
are times when the faculty of forgetting may
prove ss invaluable a gift as the faculty of
sleeping estimated according to the Web-
sterian theory. Great dynasties have fallen
because they remembered too tenaciously,
end they have finally perished and passed in-
to oblivion because they would not, or could
not, wisely and seasonably forget. From like
canses nations and co ities have declined
from power and prosperity, and glided into
the Stygian stream of irremediable decay.
The South should take warning from their
fute. Whatever of wholesomeness there is in
the World's proposition that “she needs o
change of ideas as much as a trustworthy sys-
tem of labor,” resolves itself into the remedy
of forgetiulness. From a deep, long plange
in this medicinal bath she would assuredly
rise refreshed, leaving behind the languor
that oppresses and the hectic fever that con-
gumes her. We do not mean forgetfulness of
her heroic dead, of her glorious graves.
Heaven forbid! Put we mean forgetfulness
in the sense of manfully refusing to give up
the mind to vain ruminations and recrimina-
tiona upon the past, and to rueful memories of
failure, slong with a fatuous hope of restor-
ing econditions which this failure swept
awsy beyond all possibility of restoration.

By sickly brooding over ‘‘times before
the war,” with face steadfastly averted from
the inevitable eventualities of the imminent
futnre, o Southern man may becoma petrified
into a respectable, thongh melancholy, monu-
ment of the past.  But the South can well
dispense with such monuments at this mo-
ment, while she has supreme need of actors,
of hopeful, indomitable thinkers and work-
ers—men who sbhor moping and cronking,
and that wretched sort of sentimentality
which would induce one to manifest his
friendship for her by putting * his head
among the bulmshes, and his harp on the
willows."”

As to the “change of ideas™ which the
World deems essential to Sonthern recupera-
tion, the benefit of such a change mmust
depend altogether on the quality of the ideas.
Bad ideas cannot, by the most industrions
cuiture, be made to produce good frojts. 1t
is better to get along without anyu*heory,
than to follow a false one. To exchange &
paralyzing remembrance of the past for a
delusive conception of the future, is like
swapping a corpse for a specter,

Some of those who have volunteered to help

to transfer labor and capital from their lands,
the special produets of which, such as cotton,
sugar, rice, tobaceo, are in constant demand
abroad, to manufactories, the products of
which would not be in demand abroad, and
wounld be met at home and at once by the
crushing eompetition of foreign and Northern
manufecturers, It is quite trus that they
should recognize the necessity of adapting
agriculture to the changed condition of
labor., Few of them, we imagine, are not
aware that they camnnot now afford to
produce cotton on the “samé scale
and in the same manner as formerly. The
negro will be more and more disinelined to
heavy and continmous labor in. the fields.
‘White men, either native or imunigrant, have
not & whit more fondness for that kind of
labor, Our agricnlturists must study how to
make machinery and skill accomplish as val-
uable, if different, results as were formerly
obtained with unintelligent drudgery. Such
a change need not involve the abandonment
of staples that have constituted the special-
ties of Sonthern agriculture. To them, in
the Jong run, and, for the most part, as mar-
ketable commodities, Southern agriculture
must continue to look for elear profit above
current expense and home subsistence,
Hence the World advises judiciously when it
says: “ The South, in selecting her crops,
should take the full advantage of her climate,
She did this in raising her rice, her cottop
and sugar, befote the war. That advantage
ghonld not be abandoned now. Hence
Georgia and Alabama ought not to attempt
competition with Wisconsin and Nebraska in
wheat growing. She can make more on plants
that will not flourish at the North.”

The game journal proceeds to illnstrate its
idea of the South taking “the full advantage
of her climate," by saying :

If the Scappernong or other Southsrn variety of
grapeis fonnd o produee wine of superior qusl-
ity the Bouth may become & land o vineyards.
Let the inventious of Professor Nyce and Profes-
sor Gamgee for preserving fruite mnd fresh
slanghiered animals be | duced, and Louisi
can derive as splendid & revenge from ber fruits
as she ever received from ber sugar, and Texaa
mske vastly more from bLer beef than from her
cotton.

This wounld be excellent advice if it rested
in o less degree on hypothesis. It is cerfain
that there is profit to be derived from Louis-
iana fruits, and slso from Texas beef. But
it is not yet certain that it would be profi-
table to supersede sugar with the first and
cotton with the second. These and other
wholesale changes should only be adopted
under the sanction of cheap, cautious and
mature experiment.
