Genlemen---Allow me to thank you for having
refuted, in your paper of yesterday, the following
sander contained In the Washington correspond-
ence of the Boston Commonwealth, to-wit:

"Beauregard of Arfington.-Bpeaking of the
cenotaph erected to the memory of the unknown
braves, we are reminded that the children of Ges.
Lee. as well as the notorious Gen. Besaregard,
recently visited Arlington. The former deohlined,
but the latter boldly accepted the invitation to re-
cord his uame la the book of visitors kept in the
russlion. A wouoded soldier sts as janitor of
the place. He opled Beauregard to the
memortalrr 58 q a sIe to him the touchiag
words y h n Sm***@rega < rend them,ad burst be ale I. om ghso .at the woud .dInelg he had prt • umoe, easaur
Wade soon after vilted the grounds. The old
servitor told him the story with well-ezpresad in-
dignation. 'Brave Illow I' exolaimed old Ben,
crippled as you am, why did you not strike himto the earth with your case as he thu jeered at

the suflrings of our people?' The old soldier, as
we listened to him, looked as though he would like
to have the valisat general ome again ; and with
such bigh utority boehind hi, we have no doanb
"e would pet intoeioeuoti at ooce the blain ea-
ator's sugUstlon."

This attack s only oa per with thornse, from
similar sources, whe have already bees made
upon me and other exConfederate generals. I
trust my Mends will pardon me for noticing this
new aspersion; my remarks are intended only
for that numerous clae of my fellow-eitisens
who are unacquainted with me.

When n in Washington, last October, I was is.
vited by some friends to viit " Arlington House,"

hlch I had never seen except at a distanoe. Iaccepted the Invitation, and, while there wewere conducted by one of the guardians o the
place to see the cemetery. We entered It with
tabt silent reserve which is due to the abode of
the dead, and I left It shortly afterwards with a
saddened heart at the thought that the graves of
ro many of our brave Confederates should be
still uncared for by fBends or foes. A true-
hearted soldier feels the same respect for the
grave of a gallant enemy as for that of a brother-
tn army, and I am yet to learn that a single fed-
eral gave has ever been desecrated by a tro•
Confederate soldier.

On returning to the mansion, our conductor
disappeared for an instant, and presently returned
with a hadsomq bouquet of flowers gathered
from the fower karden of Mrs. Lee; he asked
me to accept it as a memento of my visit, and in
return to enter my name In the visitore' registry.
book. We then shook bands and parted, prob.
ably never to meet again. If be b a brave
crippled soldier," be Is incapable of laying been
guilty of the vile slander invented to injure a de-
feated and proscribed fellow-soldier.
