A ki _osder Ako  sherill pecesadad to
draw a’jury from the regwtry of the qualified
voters, minde in 1865, by suthority of the siatates
of 1he Btate, made in 1505, and not from tha regis-
try of voters made in 1967 by authority of the re-
constroction acts, an aot of Congress passod 2d
March, 1867, * for the more efliclent government
of the rebel Brates,’ and smendments thereto.
The regiatry of 1865 contained not & bhalf of the
nuwber of registered voters as the registry of 1867
conteived.

** By suthority of the eleventh section of the
Constitution of 1853, the legislature passed acta
requiring registration of voters, snd declaring
pone volers but those who were registared,

“ ¥he act of 16th March, 1555, above referred
to, required the sheriff to form a list of jurora
from 6!l the gualifed wotera of the parish of Or-
Jewns, except ench as weres exempt, and to draw
from that list the jory.

* A grand jury selected from the drawing made
by the sherift from the reglstry of 1565, aa above
stated, found s bill of indictment for murder
sgainat delepdants, who filed & motion to have
the indietment junshnl, becagse the jary thus
drawn was illegal and insompetent.

“ Defendanta set foi th other grounds in the mo-
tion which are not stated by us, as our opinion on
the ground above stated eettles the question as to
