If be could not
triumph over his antagonists, he wos at least
in a situstion to treat with them ona basis
approaching equality. At first Mr. Disraeli's
colleagues intimated an intention of with-
drawing from the cabinet, but this difficulty
‘was obvisted, and they were induced to re-
main. Mr. Disraeli declares that he will hold
office until a general election takes place, and
it isunderstood thata general election shall
ocour in the autumn. It is provided that
such am el~ction shall be held as soon as the
English reform bill is extended over the thres
kingdoms, and ss Irish and Scotch bills have
been ictroduced, and will, doubtless, pass with-
out material opposition, this arrangement will
obviate the necessity for an immediate disso-
Iution of parlisment. Mr. Gladstone may
rest content with the conviction that s new
election will bring him into power as the suc-
cessor of Disracli and abstain from pressing
a vote of want of confidence in the ministry;
and the Irish church question may be settlel
without being regarded as essential either on
one side or the other.

The merit of Mr. Avegno's plan consists in
" the y of extinguishing our eurrency
indebtedness, in the stipulated time, say ten
years, at & lees cost than by the ordinary
method of funding, Thus, if we assume that
the obligations are redeemed at the average
rata of $55,000 per month, ineluding princi-
pal and interest, the whole sum will be paid
off, st the end of ten years, and the amount
expended will ba $6,600,000. The interest
on $4,000,000 of bonds baving ten full years
to run, at 7.30 per annum, would be $32,920.-
000, so that, by this method, $320,000 would
be saved on the interest account. At the ex-
piration of the time the debt wonld be ex-
tinguished; whereas, by ordinary funding,
nearly $3,000,000 wonld be paid in the shape
of interest, and the debt of $4,000,000 would
remain to be provided for. The profit to be
guined by the eity arises from a partisipation
in the sale of the 50,000 supplementary num-
bers, as chances for the preminms to be de-
termined by the monthly drawings.
Whether those profita be largs or
small, depends, of course, on the disposition
of the people to purchase the tickets. At all
events the vity will not be required to adopt
any extraordinary means to raise the amounts
representing the prizes, since the projectors
assume that part of the labor and responsi-
bility, 1In addition, they offer to advanes the
first three monthly payments of £35,000
ench. There ean be no doubt that this plan
will assure the object in view—the extinguish-
ment of the currency delit, within a ressona-
ble time, without & resort to burdensome tax-
ation, or the saerifiee of the property and
franchises belonging to the eity. Any plan
by which this can be accomplished, is a good
plan, without regard to any collateral or inei-
dental profite.  The element of chaace,
which hus been introduced into Mr, Avegno's
scheme, is used only in order to hold out
such inducernents to the holders of eity cur-
reney as will effect the conversion of the notes
into the proposed bonds. The tender of the
kind of bonds provided for by the plan might
suffice, as those bonds could not fail to be a
popular investment, eonsidering that they are
to be exch d against depreciated paper
bearing no interest, and existing only as so
much dead capital. But what would be a pro-
Lability mm the one ease, becomes an absolute
certuinty in the other; and hence the great
importance of the additional attraction in the
shape of the monthly prizes. The plan is
now befors the finance committes, and we
bope that it will be reported and favorably
acted on to-night.

THE LATE LOERD BROUGHAM.

Henry Brougbam, Baron Brougham and
Veux, who died, according to a London tele-
gram, at his estate near Cannes, in the south
of France, on the Yth inst., was almost a
nonagenarian. Having been born in 1778,
September 19th, he was in his ninetieth year,
which, with four months more of life, he
would have completed. Like Lord Palmer-
ston, he adds to the number of eminent
Englishmen whose physical econstitutions
seemed to be invigorated, rather than im-
paired, by weighty public responsibilities
snd prolonged and arduous public labors.
But in respect to vigorous play of the intsl-
lectual faculties beyond the ordinary period,
the lives of the two were hardly parallel.
Lord Brougham was a remarkably old

man, rather than a remarkable old
man ; while Lord Palmerston was both
of these. They entered public life

about the same time, near the beginning of
the present century. From that time up to
his death, a period of about fifty years, Pal-
merston was almost constantly in office, usu-
ally a ministerial position, and at last died as
prime minister without apparent deeay of
youthful vivacity in either mind or body. In
1834, when, in consequence of the defeat of
ihe Whig ministry, Brongham lost the lord
chancellorship, conferred on him in 1830
with the title of Baron Brongham and Vanx,
Le terminated his official career, and in a
great mensure his public life. For the last
twenty years, he conld scarcely be said to
have taken an active part, or to have wielded
a perceptible influence, in English polities ;
and for the latter portion of this time his
mind betruyed symptows of growing senility.

Although a native of Edinburgh, Lord
Brougham has been commonly regarded as
an Englishman, baving been a descendant of
nn ancicnt Westmoreland family, and having
passed most of his mature life in England,
From the beginning of his career, he was a
liberal and n reformer, and generally acted with
the Whigs, though hardly in full fellowship
with that party after 1834, He first intro-
duced Limself to favor with the Liberals by
his defense of Leich Hunt, who, as editor of
the Examiner, was prosecuted for libel by the
government. He obtained his greatest popn-
lurity, however, snd linked his name with an
important historical event, by his speeches
and his suceess ns chief legal adviser and ad-
vocate of Queen Caroline, consort of Georgs
IV,sud who eluimed her privileges as such
before the Feers, in opposition to the
plea of the king that she had forfeited her
rights both as wife and queen by scandalous
and profligate conduet. As a reformer;, the
great features of Lord Brooghwn's earcer
were hLis advoency of Cutholic emancipation,
of popular edgcalion, of the simplification
and cheapening of English law practice, and
his opposition to the corn laws, to the slave
trade and slavery. It is somewhat note.
worthy in the last connection, that his zeal
for the general abolition of slavery did mot
induce him to approve the manner in which
the federal government undertook to emanci-
pate the Southern slaves during the late war.
His condemnation of this policy gave great
umbrage to English and American
abolitionists,

In the literary and scientific spheres, Lord
Brougham's labors were more numerous and
various than important and famous. Though
in respect to these his versatility was bewil-
dering, they are likely to be remembersd
more for the indefatignble and andacious
gpirit of the author than for the independent
merits of his productions. He once remarked
that the association of his name with that of
Lord Byron, by reason of his having evoked
 English Bards and Seotch Reviewers" by
his criticism of * Hours of Idleness” in the
Edinburg Review, of which he was one of
the founders, would be a surer passport to
future fame than the greatest of his own
speeches or writings. The greatness of mind
evinced in this remark makes one regret that
it looks so prophetic.
