the scre; Peapsyivania, 50,457,000 bushels, an
sversge of 11 bushels to the acre; and Delawnare,
3,630,000 bushels, an average of 16.3 to the acre.
Of wheat, New York raised 13,512,000 bushels,
on aversge of 145 to the acre; New Jarsey,
1,508,000, an average of 14; Pennsylvania, 16,515 .-
000, an average of 12.5; and Delaware, 685,000
su average of 9.3, Of oats, New York raised
45 626,000 bushels, an average of 26.2 to the scre;
New Jersey, 6,628,000, an average of 27; Penn-
sylvania, 55,900,000, an average of 30; and Dela.
ware, 2,711,060, an average of 166, Pennsyiva-
nis, It will thus be seen, ralsed a larger crop of
corn, wheat and oata than New York last year,
but in whest and oats New York had s larger ave-
rage yield per acre. Of potatoes, last year, New
York raised 34 925,000 boshels, - sn average of B4
bushe!s tothe acre ; New Jersey, 2,433 000 bush-
els, sn average of 56.6; Pepnayivamia, 11,717,000,
an average 74; sod Dsiltlro. 6,000, an ave
rage of 41.8, The potato rot was destructive in
New Jersey lnst year, OF hay, New York raised
5,530,000 tons, New Jersey 450 000, Penusylvania
2 424,000, sud Delawars 30,000 tons. The largest
average yield of hay was in Delawars, ons and
six-tenths ton to the mcre. In Mew York it was
the smatlest, one and two-tenths. 1o Peanayiva-
pis and Kew Jerscy it was one and three tenths
ton to the sore. Throughout the United States
the largest average yleld of corn was in Kansas,
356 bushels to the acre, whilat Ohio had 25.7 and
Illinois 23 5. The smallest average yield was in
Bouth Carolipa, ©.6. Of wheat, the largest aver-
age yield was in Copnecticut, 17.5 bushels to the
acre, and the smsllest in Bauth Carolina, 6.4,
Ohio bad 11.6 and Dlincis 11.4. Of oats, the
inrgest average yleld waa in Towa, 41 bushels to
the scre, and the smallest in South Carolina, 11.1.
Obio had 51.1 bushels and Lilinois 30.1. Of pota-
toes, the lar, average yield was in Florids, 143
bushels, the mmallest in Delaware, 41.6.
Beveral Biates, Vermout, Georgis, Louisians,
Florida, Texas, lowa and Kansas, raised over 100
bushels of potstoes to the acre.
