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The Zadie*t Plaatlrm.

The following is a complete copy of the plat-
foerm adopted by the radical convention at
Chicago:

'Be National Republican Party of the United
States, assembled mn national convention in the
ciy of Chicago, on the 20th day of May, 186,,
make the following declaration of principles:

1. We congratulate the country on the assured
success of the reconstruction of Coogress. as
evinced by the adoption Ina majority of the States
lately in rebellion of their own Constitations, and
securing equal civil and political rights to all; and
we regard it as the duty of government to estatin
those institutions and to prevent the people of
such States from being remitted to a state of
anarchy.

2. The guarantee by Congress of equal suffrage
to all loyal men in the South, was demanded by
every consideration of public safety, of gratitude
and justice, and must be maintained, while the
question of suffrage in the loyal States properly
belongs to the people of those Stater.

3. We denounce all forms of repudiation as a
national crime, and national hon .r requires the
payment of public indebtedness In the utmost
good faith to all conditions at home and abroad.
not only according to the letter, but the spirit of
the laws under which it was contracted.

I 4. It is due to the labor of the nation that taxa-
tion should be equalised and reduced as rapidly
as the national faith will permit.

5. The rational debt, contracted as it has been,
for the preservation of the Union, for all time to
come, should be extended over a fair period for
redemption, and it is the duty of Congress to re
duce the rate of interest thereon whenever it can
honestly be done.

6. That the best policy to diminish our burden
of debt Is so to improve our credit that capitalists
will seek to loan us noney at lower rates of io-
terest than we now pay, and must continue to
pay as long as repudiation, partial or local, open
or covert, is threatened or suspected.

7. The government of the United States should
be administered with the strictest economy, and
the corruptions which have been so shanelully
nursed and fostered by Andrew Johnson call
loudly for radical reform.

8. We profoundly deplore the untimely and
tragic death of Abraham Lincoln, and regret the
accession of Aadrew Johnson to the presidency.
who has acted treacherously to the people who
elected him and the cause he was pledged to sap-
port; usurped high legislative and judicial func-
tions; has refused to execute the laws; has used
his high office to induce other officers to ignore
and violate the laws; has employed his executive
powers to render insecure the property, peace,
liberty and life of the citizens ; has abased the
pardoning power; has denounoced the national
legislature as unconstitutional; has persistently
rertned, by every measure in his power, every
proper attempt at the reconstruction of the states
lately in rebellion; has perverted the public
patronage into an engine of wholesale corrup-
tion, and has been justiy impeached for high
crimes and misdemeanors, and properly guilty
thereof by the votes of thirty five senators.

9. The doctrine of Great Britain and other Eu.
ropean powers that because a man is once a sob-
ject be is always so, moast be resisted at every ha.
zerd by the United States, as a relic of a feudal
time not authorized by the law of nations, and at
war with our national honor and indepenlence.
Naturalized citizens ought to be protected in all
their rights of citisenship, as though they were
natural born, and no citizen of the United State..
native or naturalised, must be liable to arrest and
imnprisonment by any foreign power for acts done
or words spoken In this country,and if soarrested
and Imprisoned, it is the duty of the government
to interfere In h!s behalf.

10. Of all who were faithful in the trials of the
late civil war there were none entitled to more
especial honor than the brave soldiers and seamen
who endured the hardships of campaign and
cruise, and imperiled; their lives in the services of
the country. The bountlesand pensions provided
by law for those brave defenders of the nation
are obligations never to be forgotten. The
widows and orphans of the gallant dead are the
wards of the nation-- sacred legacy bequeathed
to the nation's protecting care.

11. Foreign emigration, which, in the past, has
added so much to the wealth, development of re-
sources sad increase of power to this nation, the
asylum of the oppressed of all nations. should be
foetered and encouraged by a liberal and just
polilcy.

12. This convention declares its sympathy with
all oppressed people who are struggling for their
rights.

A Toc• or IssracrTos.-Brev. Brig. Gas. C. H.
Tompkinas, deputy quartermaster general, U. K.
army, is ordered to proceed to Texas, and make
a thorough inspection of his department at the
several posts in that district, commnencing at In-
dianola, and prooeeding to San Antonio, Fort Mc-
Kavett. Fort Concho, Fort Griflin, Fort Richard
son, Weatherslord and Austin, to San Antonio;
thence via Fort Inge, Fort Clarke, Fort Stockton
and Fort Davis. to Concordia. and thence to the
poets In the sub district of the Rio (Grande, in.
cluding Branos, and returning to San Antonio;
thence to Brenham, Galveston and New Orleans.
The commanding general of the district of texas
will give instructions for furnishing the necessary
escorts to General Tompkins, upon his applying
for them. General Tompkins is authorized to
take one clerk with him.

During the absence of General Tompkins, Brev.
Col. B. N. Batchelder, quartermaster U. S. army,
will, in addition to his other duties, act as chief
quartermaster, fifth military distriot, and district
of Louisiana, signing all necessary papers as ' in
charge of offce."
