| A New WY T0 PAY OLD DESIS.

#.wimux_uﬁ the way to re-
deem the city currencyis to gather it up by
taxation. That is to say, the way for the city
to pay its debts is simply to deprive the cre-
ditor of the evidencs of the obligation—a
process ahout equivalent to direct repudia-
tion. It must be remembered that, unless
the taxes which are expected to absorb the
outstanding notes amonnt to more than the
expenses of the city, nothing will be accom-
plished toward lignidating the debt. If the
cost of condueting the city government for a
year ia £1,000,000, then $1,000,000 must be
pnid out during the year; and if nothing bat
¢city money is eollected, mothing but eity
money can be paid, and, consequently, the
debt, at the end of the time, will be just as
lurge as it was before. Wiat the citizen owes
to the government is his proportion of a fair
expenditure.  To that extent his indebtedness
may be considered a legitimate offset of the
¢ity's linbilities to him,

When the government attempts to extort
more than this it simply commits robbery;
and to sy that smch extortion is, in any
sense, the payment of a debt, is an abose of
language, and & perversion of justice. The
Picayune asserts that the city never guaran-
teed to redeem its money in any other way
than to receive it for taxes. This, in fact, is
no redemption at all, as we have shown. If
the tuxes are equal in amouunt to the ex-
penses of the government, then the money
must be paid oat again. If they exceed the
expenses then the city merely robs the people
under pretense of puying them. The process
of paying one debt by contracting another is
sometimes ndventasgeous—at all events it is not
a shameless swindle, But the plan of paying
a msn what you owe him by taking his
money away from him, is a method so
admirably simple and eficacious that the in-
ventor onght to get outa patent for it at
once, But the city fhas sgreed to redeam
its isgmes just as any debtor agrees to pay his
debts, Its notes are promises to pay on de-
mand; and they were received by people who
supposed that they would be paid, if not on
demand, at lesst within some reasomable
time. The proposal to “*let them sweat” is
a confession of bankruptey; and the project
of taxing them out of existence is even
worse, If a man should propose to pay his
promissory note, by taking the note away
from its owner, be wcnld be derided as a
lunatie, or denounced as a knave. Yet this
is precisely the way in which the Pieayune
proposes that the city of New Orleans shall
pay its debts. , So efficacious a plan ought at
onte to be adopted by all governments which
are involved in large linbilities. Gather in
the bonds, the greenbacks, the city money,
the certificates of indebtedness, the State
money, the treasury warrants;eall it taxation,
and ask the worid to behold and admire this
new and patent plan of paying old debts.
