An important treaty betwen the United MIates,
represented by Bon. 5. G. Taylor. commilesloer
or Indian aRhrs, Col. Thomas Murphy, rsperin-
tendent of Kansas ladians, Col. A. . Boon and
Major A. G. Snow, and the chief con•sellors,
warriors, and head men of the Osage nation. was
to.day coaciuded and signed., by which the Osage
nation cede to the government. and the Leaven-
worth. Lawrence and Galvestoo railroad purehase,
the remaining laud, amounting in all to about
8,000,000 acres. By this emio the annuities of
lndians are largely increased sad abundant pro-
visions made for their settlement in their new
homes In the Indian territory. the establishmeut
of schools, churches, a sawmlll, grist mills, black.
smith shops. etc.

Grave difculties have recently occurred be.
tween the settlers and Indiana. and their early re-
moval to the Indian territory is regarded as a
most desirable consammatlon.

The asle of the leads to the Galveston Rallroad
upon terms proposed, i Is believed will Insure
tLe speedy construction of this important line of
railway, conuectilg the lakes sad the gulf, and
add largely to the wealth of the settlements sad
commerce of the Wester States.

The day before the arrival of the commassion-
ers at the council grunds, a party of 346 Ouge
warriors started out on the war path to fight the
Arrapaboes, to get revenge for a young man killed
in one of their towns a few days previous, by the
Arrapahoes. After being out about six days the
war party returned, and reported they had taken
two scalps.

After the making and signing of the treaty, a
young man by the name of Dun, living on Walnut
creek, Butler connty, Kansas. arrived at the camp
of the commissioners, sad reported that on Sun.
day, the th, his brother and a partner by the
name of Jas. Andersom had been killed by this
war party, scalped and their heads severed from
their bodies. The commissloners immediately
called the chlefl into council, and peremptorily
demanded the surrender of the perpetrators of the
deed.

The next moring they brought two youg men,
and after about two hours' parleyl~t. amid the

crying of squaws and the utmost exoitement of
warriors and braves, the parties were given over
to the commissioners, who brought them to Otta-
wa, Kansas, and turned them over to United States
Marshal Whiting, to be put on trial for the crime
alleged to have been committed.

The Charleston Mercury of the 30th alt. says :
We are indebted to the kindaess of a friend for

an account of the following Interesting chain of
tncidents:

A planter In the vicinity of Adam's Run, on
Thursday morning, wont on a drive with a pack
of seventeen bounds. In due course of time a
fine boek was started, aud as he camoe within
range of the gun of our friend he received the
contents of both barrels.

Near by a
negro was hoeing cotton, whe, wishing to assist
his master (we beg pardon, employer) in provid-
ing a sne haunch for dinner, as well as impelled
by a oaptral taste for field sports, threw away his
boo and ran into the swamp to prevent the
bhonds tearlg the doer to peoes. As he was

Coffee even shot at him, bat missed
and was taken prisoner by him; released of
course soon afterwards, when the Confederacy
went "up the spout," and the "Union came in.'
After the war was over, and peace (socalled)
had once more returned to bless (') our borders,
Coulee, bearing no malice for having shot at his
master, presented himself before him at the old
plantation asking to be employed. He was em-
ployed, and haa been there ever since.
