The Il-epub-
lican ,party nominated him for the I'resi-
dieuey; and he now swaggers with all the

THE LATE ALEX. C. BULLITT.

T e telegraph announceS the death of Alex-
ander C. Bullitt, in Louisville, Ky., on the

bth instant. The decea.ed, a Kentuckian by
birth, came to this city about thirty-five years
ago, and almost immediately entered upmn a
career as political ed tor, which was destined
to prove in a hlugh degree brillan:t, respect-
able and successful. His first appearance in
New Orleans journalism was through the
cilumna of the Bee, which was purchased in
the Whig interest from Daiocratic proprie-
tors and plnced under his editorial control.

In 1814, he left the Bee and became principal
writer on the Picayune, and also one of the
proprietors of that journal with Lumsden,
Kendall and Holbrook. Mr. Bullitt severed

tIls connection in 1849 to take charge of the
Washington tRepubhlc, eetablished as the or.

gsa ot Gen. Taylor's administration. On the
death of Gen. Taylor in 1850, the retired from
that position, and after spending a few years
in Eurolte he returned, and was not after-
sards actively connected with thepress in any
cepacity, but devoted himself mainly to the
mnanutenient of his properties, much of which

lay in Mississippi, while he resided for the
most lpart in Louisville.

The most distinguished pIssage in .Mr.
Pullitt's journalistic history was the part
which he took in introducing and in su;,pgrt-
mg Gin.
