“ The approval of this bill would be an admis-
sion that the act for the more efficient govern.
ment of the rebel Btates, and scts supplemental
thereto, were proper and constitational ; where-
a8, the president’s opinion is unchanged io this

respect, Ll:t._ rather sirengthened by resolts |

eir jon. If Arkansas is not s
Etate, this bill does not sdmit her; if sha law
etate, no leglelation is pecessary to her repre-
sentation in Congress. Eack bouse, uader the
Coustitution, jodges the election retorns and
qualifications of its own members, and nothing is
unecessary o restore Arkosnsas but the decision of
each bouse of the eligibility of those preseating
eredentials.  If this plain and simole plan of the
Constitution bad been adopted in 1865, inatead of
legislation of doubtful constitutionality, and
therefore unwise and daogerous, restoration
wonid long slnee have been socomplished. The
presid again ¥ ds_the adop af
the constitotional plan. The terms pro-
posed are scarcely applicable to & territory—
certainly pot 1o & Biate which Thas
ied & place in the Union for over a guarter
of a eentory. The president is usable to find
any sathority for the conditions of the bill in the
federal Constitution. The elective franchise ia
reserved by the Constitution to the Btates them-
selves, The bill fails to provide how Arkansas
sball sigpify her acceptance of the fundamental
conditiovs, nor does it prescribe peoalties for
their npullification, It §s seriously questioned
whether the Conatitution has been ratified accord-
ing to the law assumed to be in force before its
adoption, The Arkapsas Constitution restricted
frapchise on its retiflcation Ly tests uo-
koown in the reconstragtion acts—among
thme the acoeptance of the political and
vivil rights of all men. It is well known
that & Inrge portion, if not & large majority of
elect r do mot accept this test, and if applicd to
voters North there is reason to  believe many of
them would remain away from the polls rather
than comply with its deg conditions.”’
