Chief Justice Chese.

(Vrom the New York World, June 15

It is creditable to the manliness and integrity of
this distinguished statesman that the recent pro-
poial of some precipitate Democasta and sensa-
tional journals to nominate him for the presidency
bas not caused him to swerve from the principles
he has always held, nor practice the least con-
cealment respecting the persistent grmnes with
which he adheres to them. There has never been
any likelihood that he would receive the Demo-
cratic nomination ; but the political gossip on that
subject rendered it proper bhat he should make it
evident to all the world that his impartial bemain
during the impeachment trial was not the artifice
of a demagogue, who, having been d-aappointed
of a nomination by his own party, stood ready to
receive the tender of one from his political op-
ponent. In the impeachment trial he did hi,
dauty with such dignity, fairness, and independence
as merit recognition by the Democratio party;
and the constancy and publicity with which lie
maintains his political opinioas snosld be accepted
by Repblicans as a proof that the chief justice
waits uinfluenced by no unworthy motives.

With the opinions which Mr. Chase continues
to hold, he is by far too sagacious and clear-
sighted a politician to sppose thatthe Democratlc
party can have sany seriou thought of making him
its candidate for president. While the party is
compelled to recognize the existence of many uo-
welcome facts which it cannot reverse, it has not
changed, and cannot change, its principles. The
fact that the negroes will vote to the coming
presidential election is a fact which the Demo-
eratic party recognizes only on compulsion, while
Chief Justice Chase regards it with more than
complacency, with more then satisfaction, with
the joy which attends the fulfillment of a loeg-
chenabed hope. What he basso ardently desired,
the Democratic party has strenuously resisted
aed tadignantly desounced. The Democratic
pty may be unable to revoke what has beeu

; but they certainly are not goino to indorse
it, as they would virtually do by nominating a mn
whomakes It the corner stone of his political
creed. There is a great difference between sub-
aitang to the inevitable from sheer inability to

withstand it, and placing ourselves under the gut-
dance ofa man who has aided in bringing tihe
evil upon us. We should be glad to see Chief
Justice Chase follow Mr. Blair and Senator Doo-
little into the Democratio party; but as he re-
gards negro suffrage as a blessing, instead of an
atrocious, though perhaps irretrievable blunder,
we do not see how he and the Democratic party
can have any bond of fellowship. We did so'
object to aparley; but it was certain from the be-
ginning that the mountain would not go to Ma-
Bomet, and it appears that Mahomet will not come
to the sonatain; which, ateadfast as the chief
justice bs, would have been much the easier
miracle.
