Let us hope that it will organize with-

out undue ehhibition of partisan acri-

mony, end will address itself to proper

subjects of legislation in such a manner as

to inspire the belil f that it means well at

least to the material interests. Tlhat it will

wholly keep out of its halls and lobbies cor-

rupt intrigues and jobberies, is of course

more than can be expected. But it can surely

decline to say by its course in the outset,

that the object of its existence, in the theory

of its majority, is not to lift up the depressed

industries of the State, to draw to her soil

capital and immigration, to strengthen her

finances and restore her credit, but to plun-

der her in the interest of an insatille set

of exotic parasit:.s, to organize material ruin,

and isnvite the re nius of deslation to make

here its permanent abode. This legislature is

the product of a system essentially bad which

is destined at length to 3 ield to the. reforma-

tory force of public opinion; and members

who have any regard for their political future

cannot atlord to shut their eyes to this event-

uality.

PKIPsRiARN COTTO SEen FOR MaNRag.-A

correspondent of the Southern Cultivator gives
the following formula as practiced by himself for
a number of years:

" Seeing the question asked in the April number
of the Cultivator, what is the best method of pre-
paring cotton seed for manure, I will simply state
that my experience teaches me that the cheapest
and quickest method cf destroying the viiality of
germinatitig proverties of the seed, so that the

S loseby rot may be avoided. (as is the usual prar.
tics of throwing the seed out in the weather for
five or six months,) is the following : If you have
water handy at your gin-house, throw the seed
out is a heap, ten or twelve days before you wish
to use them as manure, wetting them as they are
thrown out, so that th, dampness may pervade the
whole, which will produce heat, and thereby
destroy the vitality-the seed still retaining all
their virtue as manure. Should you not have
water handy at your gin-house, haul the seed to
the field where you expect to ose them, and make
your heap near water, so that your time and labor
may be economised. This method of course has
reference to the enulture of corn, as where need in
the culture of cotton, the usual, and I believe tlq
best method, isto sow the seeds in the center fur. -
row as they are taken from the gin-house, and
cover them. This should be done in the month of
February, or when the ground is cool, so that
seeds will not germinate. I have been a planter
thirty-five yeer."

MEi COIsSTITUTIONAL AMMNDMYWT.

The first busilness of the legslaature of Louis-

The amendment is known as article
fourteen, and reads as follows:

PScrTIN 1. All persons born or naturalized in
the United States. and subject to the jurisdiction ca
thereof, are citizens of the United States, and of r.
the State wherein they reside. No State shall L
make or enforce any law which shall abridge the
privileges or immunities of citizens of the United
Staes ; nor shall any State deprive any citizen of
life, liberty or property withount due prooess of
law, nor deny to any person within its jurisdic.
titn the equal protection of its laws.

Six. 2. Representatives shal be apportioned
smteng the several States according to their re ^r
spective numbers, counting the whole number of o:
persons in each State, exaluding India..s not ~t
taxed. But whin the right to vote at any elee-
tiun for the choice of electors for president and Ci
vice-president of the 'nited States, representa-
tives in Congress. executive or judicial otffiers of
a State. or the members of the legialature thereof. S
is denied to any of the male ilbabitauts of such
