Is Mr. Seward seriously in-
tent on buying all the world up? Does he
propose to devote the rest of his diplomatic
life to the abolition of the diplomatic busi-
ness ! Every successive purchuse obliterates
an nteinational boundary and lessens the
chances of international comtroversy. {Qui
habet terram fobel bellwm, says an old state
maxim. There would be no war, and no dis-
putes involving wars as the wilime ralio, if
there were no territories to be lost or con-
quered. DBlessed is he who expects nothiog,
for he sball not be disappointed. Blessed is
he who has nothing, for he may live in peacs,
with none to muske him afraid. This is the
sermon which Mr. Beward preaches to all the
foreign powers with reference to territorial
po i and acquisitions.  Whenever
they bave pieces of territory which are
geographically  inconveniemt or  which
contain troublesome  populations, et
them offer these wares in the market
which Mr. Seward has opened for all the rest
of the world, and they may be relieved of the
geographical diffienlties and of the popular
troubles on their own terms ; provided that
payment of the stipulated price is left to the
discretion of a Congress which demands
every cent of the public revenue for the use
of the most rapacions and proflizate party
that ever abused legislation and drained an
exchequer. The logieal sequence of this in-
ternational barter may be easily foreseen.
Every territory is, geographically, more or
less inconvenient, and every population is,
politically, more or less troublesome. Con-
sequently, there will always be some ocension
for every foreign power to put in practice the
advice of Mr. SBeward's sermon by selling in
Mr. Seward's markét. But this process is
self-limiting ; for mo national domain is
boundless, and the world is finite. The uni-
versal purchaser must become at length the
universal possessor. All the foreign powers
will be deterritorinlized, and if they sarvive,
their existence will be abstracted from ferra

firma and from messarable space, and
they will bhave mno more relevancy to
sublunary end . practicel affairs  than
those spirilnal beings which, in the

metaphysical speenlation of the old scholias-
tics, nsed to dance, a million at a time, and
with plenty of elbow room, on the point
of a needle. The prospect of such a edh-
summation may well fill the prophetic soul of
Mr. Seward with patiotic exultation, He
o voico and no example to contradiot him, to
his own government as the */ best government
on the face of the earth,” for it wonld be the
only governfhent visibly existing on the face
of the earth. Bupposing it to continus nnder
its present rule, there is clearly no other way to
establish the proposition. The United States,
thanks to this diplomatic magician, wonld be
the Anron's rod of nations, having swallowead
all the rest. Nothing would remain for Amer-
ican statesmanship but to assist the digestion
of the heterogeneons contents of the Ameri-
