A memoir of Baron Bunsen. late mainster to the
rourt of it. James, from his majesty Frederic

William IV, has just been published in London.
We take from at a few interesting extracts,
where he writes of his visit to the queen:

Their rich-flavored pulp and skin, warm
as capsicums, are incomparable, if well spread
and diffused on a proper friendly footing with the
other ingredients. French beans, too, the most
delicate cf vegetables, make a salad of great
mierit. You must boil the beans as usual for the
ti.lble, then mix a dressing in the following pro-

In Mr. John Timbe's "Notable Things of Oar s,
Own Time," are some ecounts of the curiosities v,
of soientife investigatloe-among them the fol tb
lowing concerniag the hour of death: t:

"•he subject of the hour of death, (says Mr. th
Haviland, an eminent surgeon, in a paper read to in
the British Assoosation,) has occupied the atten. -
tion of medical writers from the time of Artius, o
who flourished at the court of Constantinople in
the fifth century, up to the present date, but no
practical fruit has been the result for the physi-
cian in his treatment of disease. He concluded -
that the time had now arrived for a thorough in-
vestigation of the facts in our possession, inas- L
much as If there be any latent truth in them of
importance to mankind, it is our simple duty to
evoke that truth, and avail ourselves of its teach-
lrgs in the practice of medicine. He remarked
that the physician's duties do not cease when he Q
has ascertained the disease of his patient, and
prescribed medicine to remove it; by medicine
alone the patient is not healed, he has to act
upon the advice of Hipoocrates, and see that
those in attendance do their duty also, and in his
absence watch every phase and act in the living I
patient. But. to so direct, the physician must
snow each cause of change. and by he knowl- y
edge anticipate what may occur: lay down sim-
ple rules for the guidance of friends and nurses,
and teach them how to watch each cirotntatance
of disease; he must know the changefulness of e
our bodies in health; he must take due account
ot this changefulness when illness supervenes; he
must know when all our vital functions are at
their heigLt; he must know when they are at their
lowest ebb, for this knowledge is a most neces-
sary element of success in his combat with the
enemy he is implored to encounter. Of late
years the art of nursing has more than ever ocou-
pied the thoughts of physicians and the laity at
large. We have had noble eft ,rts made in the
camp and at home to soothe the anguish of the
wounded and disease.
" The author had collected over 5000 cases of

death. with the hour of death, and other ciruon-
s'ances recorded, which he had tabulated, and
exhilited on a large chart, the difficult col-
lections being distinguished by colored diagrams.
By this chart he showed that in 1000 cases of
death in children under five years of age the pDe
riods ot the greatest mortality took place between
the hours of one and eight A. u.; that an extra-
ordinary depression took place in the su:ceeding
hours between nine and twelve P. M., and that the
ratio of mortal ty was at its minimum. lie then
compared these stat sties with 2-.l deaths from
all causes, and the chart showed hew remarkably
the wave lines of death compared with those
above. Hle then compared these diagrams with
deaths from consumption, which, although they
showed a general resemblance in the wave line,
yet between the hours of four to eight a. m. there
Raa a depression when compared with the first
four hours' period. He bhowed that small num-
bers are not sufficient for a statistical truth, and
be therefore urged upon his provincial breth-
ren to asslst him in this work by forwarding to
himn data for further investigation of this interest-
i.g stunect.

lIe contended that the tables on the chart
proved the extraordinary morta ity in the early
hours of the moruing, when the posers of life
were at their lowest e-, and .trange to say,
when the patient was most cared for. He urged
the necessity for feeding and stimulating the pa.
tiehts at their weakest tiour, so as to tide them
over a critical period: and, even if death be in-
evitable, to support the patient that he might at
least have a few hours more of life snatched from
eternity to admit of his being able to carry out
some neglected duty. pardon some enemy, or see
some beloved Iriernd. He next urged upon his
professional brethren the importance of teaching
trlendi and nurses how to attend to those under
their charge. lie concluded by saying that the
sobject itself required no apology for its intro-
duction to the association, however much the
n:ode of his treating it night. He felt convinced
that it was ine which had occupied the attention
of many of his hearers when they had been watch-
ing hour by hour the fitful changes of disease in
the persons of those dear to them, or of those to

hiom, as nurses, they had desired conscientiously
to do their duty.
