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SHALL CONGRESS NAKE THE FRESIDENT?
Not long since & few radical journalists who
retained still some fragmentary and distorted
memories of the federal Coustitution, such as
n delirions drunkard retains of his sober exis-
tence, adverted tp the fact that, after o presi-
dential election, Congress has, constitution-
ally, something to do with opening the sealed
certificates of electors und ascertaining the re-
sult. This was enongh, aceording to the logic
and the ethics of radicalism, to warrant a
claim that Congress should exercise supreme
revisory power over the electoral returns from
the varioms States. The pretension was sug-
gested in dark and mystical phrases at first.
But they were well understood by those for
whose ears they were intended, For, as the
thieves of London and the thieves of Paris
have their respective dialects, as professional
eriminals in all countries employ a eryptologic
speech which is caviare to the vulgar, the re-
volutionwry and lawless class of men in the
United States, commonly known as radicals,
eontinue to speak to one another in lan-
guage that is mnot, dpon its face, intel-
ligible wunless by a radieal gloss. By
cureful induction, however, it is possible
to obtain this key to their mysterious
communications; and, hence, the sugges-
tion that Congress, in pretended conformity
with the Copstitutional provision in regard to
counting the electoral votes, should exercise
diseretionary authority in deciding what votes
to connt and what result to declare, did not
escape altogether Demoeratie vigilanece. That
it was well understood by the ratlical majority
in Congress, the sequel shows, In order to
meke due preparation for carrying it outf, n
joint resolution was, a few days ago, reported
from the Senate committee on the judiciary.
This resolution delaves that, ‘* No elestoral
yotes shall be reeeived or counted from any of
such States "—the ten States subjdet to the
reconstruction acts—** unless at the time pre-
seribed by law for the choice of clectors, the
people of such States, pursnant to the acts of
Congress in that behalf, shall have sinee the
fourth of March, 1867, adopted a Constitution
of State government under which a State
government shall have been organized, and
shull be in operation, and unless such elee-
tion of electors shall have been held nndsr
the authority of such Constitution and govern-
ment, and such State shall have also become
emtitled to representation in Congress pnr-
sunnt to act of Congress in that behalf”

This is nothing less than a proposition to
make the president of the Senate first, and
Congress in joint session mext, the judge,
without appeal, of the electoral rights
of ten Slates. It is so destimte
of warrant in the terms of the Constitu-
tion, that to expose its unconstitntionality is
disgustingly tedious and looks positively ab-
gurd. The Constitution, article second, sec.
tion first, simply directs that the electors
#ghall make a list of all persons voted for,
and of the nnmber of votes for each ; which
list they shall kign and certify, and transmit
sealed to the seat of government of the
United Btates, directed to the president of
the Benate. The president of the Benate
shall, in the presence of the Senate and
House of Representutives, open all the cer-
tificates, and the votes shull then be connted,
The person having the greatest number of
votes shall be President,” ete, Here thers is
not a hair's breadth of discretion allowed to
the president of the Senate,or to the two

The Constitution enjoins that the *presi-
dent of the Senate shall open ail the cortifi-
cates"—all that had been directed to him by
the electors; that “the votes"—the votes eon-
tained in these certificates—''shall then be
counted;” and that the “person having the
greatest number of votes,” in the apgregate of
votes transmitted to the president of the Senate
by electors; “shall be President.” Comment
for the purpose of exhibiting the unconstitu-
ticnal and revolutionary intent of the resoln-
tion, is utterly superfluous. Of eonrse this
is precisely the quality® which commends it
to the acceptance of the radical majority in
Congress. The olbject of it is to *‘make as-
suranee doubly sure, and take a bond of
fate,” with regard to the result of the Presi-
dentinl election; and there is not the least
question that it will be adopted by the two
houses unless the desperale and unserupu-
lous faction on whose behalf it is designed
shall conclude that they can eafely dispense
with it.
