That all
cotton grown in the United States after the year
eighteen hundred and sixty-seven shall be exempt
from internal tax; and cotton imported from
foreign countries, on and after November first,
eighteen boundred and sixty-eight, sab'l be exempt
from duty.

The New Orleans. Opeloueas and Great West-
ern Railroad Company, desiring that a connection
shall be formed between their present terminus at
Berwick's Bay and the Houston and New Orleans
Railroad, which terminates at the Sabine river,
and which when completed (the distance being
163 miles) will connect New Orleans with almost
the entire railroad system of Texra, the presi-
dent and directors of said cqdpany, therefore,
propose to such party or pafls as may under-
take to fill up such gap the following terms and
conditions, to-wit:

i. Will lease the right of way and the franchises
now possersed by said company from their present
terminus at Berwick's Bay to the tow. of Ver-
niiiionvlle, the grading or which is almost entirely

completed for these sixty-three miles, and will, at
the same time, lease the right under their charter
to build the branch railroad from Vermiliunvilie
to the Sabine river, at or near Orange, the same
having been already located by resolution of the
board ot directors. The distance between these
points is 100 miles. The company reserving to
itself the right of way and transportation on pay-
ment of proportionate freights and passage money
from the present terminus of the road to any ex-
tension towards Opelouna of its road beyond
Vermiilionville.

2. The said lease to continue for a term of years
to be agreed upon between the company and the
lesees. At the end of the lease the property to
be valued by disinterested parties, the railroad
company to select three and the lessees three, the
two, if need be, to call in an umpire, whose deci-
sion will be final. The railroad company reserv-
ing the right to pnr,:hase said property at such
valuation, but if not then promptly paid for by
eald company the lease to be extended for a
further term of years, and so on until finally por
chased and paid for by said New Orleans, Opes
loueas and Great Western Railroad Company,
The grading already made between Berwick'a Bay
and Vermilionville to be valued by competent engi-
neers at the time of entering into a contract, bat
not to be paid for by lessees until the end of the
first lease, herein provided for.

3. The parties leasing to obligate themselves to
connect with no other railroad which might here
after be built, terminating at or near the city of
New Orleans, and further obligating themselves
to do no act which will infringe the rights under
the present charter of said company, and also to
hold said company harmless against any Isoa
which might result from ac's committed on that
portion of road now proposed to be leased.

4. oShould the lessees succeed in obtaining a
land grant on the line of railroad beyond Ber
wick's Bay, it will be and remain the property ot
said le•-sees, this company claming none o(f its
benefits, and incurring no portion of the respon-
sibility attending it.

5. Transportation to be furnished said lessees
over the company's road, as follows, viz:

The president, directors and officers of the
road, including engineers, superintendents, road
masters and bridge builders free of char. e.
Transportation of laborers zoing out to lbe
charged one-third the re-ilar fare. P'rvisions
and suppliea to be charged one-half of regular
rates. Material, other than ironeand crossties, t
be charged one-half of regular rates. Iron to bi
charged one dollar per ton, and cross-ties (if any
fifteen cents each. Lessees to load and unload
the cael.

6. The road thus to be built shall be a first clas
railroad in tvery respect. The gu.sge to be the
same as the compan 's road-say feet 6 inches.
The iron used not to be less than 5s pounds per
yard.

7. The said lessees to obligate themselvejs t
commence said road within tour moinths, and have
it finished and in running order to the ~abirle
river, connecting with the louston road at or
near Orange, ilimn three years from larte of
aigning the lease.

8. In order t, insure the faithful performance
of the contract the lessees will be required to ex-
ecute a bond to an amount, and with good ind
sati-factory security to the satisfaction of the
board of directors.

9. The company reserves the riht toOoto reject
any and all bide.

Another proposition, and for which proposals
are also invited, is to lease the road, in-ee.
depots, stations, rling stock, etc., from AtL-ert.
opposite New Orleans, to Brashear City, iciud-
ing the franchises of the comteny me)bond to
Tera, under the following condiionas:

6. The grading, culverts. etc., now made be-
yond Berwlck's Bay, to bu taken by the lessee at
a valuation to be ascertained by experts, one to
be appointed by each party, in case of disagree
ment they to select an umilre, and to be paid for
on such terms as shall be hereafter agreed on.

7. The road to be built, equipped and maintained
during the entire lease as a tirst class road in every
respect.

N. At the close of said lea's, the said road, de-
pots, stations, rolling stock. etc., from Berwick's
Bay to the Tixas line, shall be vanued by experts,
one to be appointed by each of the parties hereto,
and in the event of disagreement, the two to se-
lect an umpire, whose dec:ision shall be final. The
value thereof thus ascertained shall be subscribed
as stock in the present company, ithbeiLqn wll un-
derstood that all costs of maintenance, as well is
expense of operating the road, shall be at the ex-
clusive charge of the lessee.

9. The contract with ('haies Morgan for run-
ning a line of sreamers to Texas , extending to 1-71,
to be carried oun' by the lessee in every respe-t.

10. The presen: road to Berwick's Bay. includ-
ing depots, machine shops, rolling stock, bridges,
etc., to be turned over to the lessee after iaven-
tory and apprainment, and the said property, or
property of like character and value and like coo-
dition and good order, to be returned to the com-
pany at the expiration of said lease.

11. The lessee, to insure the faithful perform-
ance of this contract, to furnish security to the
eatlsfaction of the board of directors.

12. The said lessees shall contribute and pay
each year the sum of $5000.payable quarterly, to
keep .p and maintain the organization of the rail-
toad company during the existence of this lease.
