CLAY, WEBSTER, IAYNE, AND OTHERS, AND THEIR
OLD ROUME AT THE ASTOK,

A change bas fallea on the old Astor House,
1ts internal lapdmarks have yielded to the paasion
of improvement, so that those whose presence
has made it famous, could they now rire from
their graves, would only recognize it outwardly,
in the cold, impsssive granite of its walls and
colomns, Whit an epitome of the befter days of
the republie do its associations and reminiscences
euggest! What giants have come toge her be-
peath its bospitable roof ! Searcely a room in the
whole vast building which has not listened te
the political councile, not & corridor bat has
echoed to their footfalls, These were the intel-
lectual heroes -whose genius is stamped on the
inatitntions of the country; the men who make
Listory : the colowsi whose deeds fiil ap the gaps
uf centuries ; minds who kave 10 the
zel:!illh from the horizon of dull mediocrity, and
recall
** The spirit of the lervent days of old,

W hen words waers things toat came t0 pass, and thonght

Flashed o'sr toe tuture. '

From the time tbat the Astor waa first opened,
in May, 1556, down to the date of the Pierce ad-
minfsiration, it has been the resort of the leaders
uf the Eenate of the United States. Certain of
1hem have cccupied, respectively, the same rooma
from yesr to year, so that we can select them out
s# the peculiar inherit i Apart-
ments pombered 13 and 14 were always taken by
Mr. Wobster whenever he came to our eity.
Hoem No, 61, over the north corner of the first
floor, was usoally the chamber selected by Heory
Clay. Mr, SBeward generally occupied No. 32, on

+ the second floor.

But what a list might be compiled if we had
ke space and leisure to devote to it, Duaring this
].,uim! of great men the Astor Hoose was the
cading hotel of the city. The famed hospitality
of its urbane and gepial proprietor ; the advasg-
tageous loeation of the houze; ita movial com-
forts snd thoroughly home-like sccommodations,
gave it & charm, especially for men who were
copstant!y undergolog the harassments of politi-
cal life, and seught hare, even if they didn't al-
ways get it, a brief nepenthe from the cares and
ar xleties Inseparable fgom rank.

Judge Bouthard, MePherson Berrian, of Geor-
gia; Preston, of Carclioa; Benton, of Missouri;
Perter, of Louisiana, and ull the rest of the great
host who battled over the principles of oar na-
tional life, and sougbt to isy opom permanen
foundations the which
made thia their home.

We may remark, in this connection, as a some-
what singular fact, that Mr, Calboun never even
Lonored the Astor House with a visit; at least,
not after his entry vpon the arena of politica.
