The New Orleans. Opelousas and Great West-
ern Railroad Company, desiring that a connection
shall be formed between their present terminus at
Berwick's Bay and the Ilouston and New Orleans
Railroad, which terminates at the Babine river,
and which when completed (the distance being
10:1 miles) will connect New Orleans with almost
the entire railroad system of Texas, the presi-
dent and directors of said company, therefore,
propose to such party or parties as may under-
take to fill up such gap the following terms and
cotditions, to-wit:

I. Will lease the right of way and the franchises
now possessed by said company from their present
terminus at Berwick's Bay to the town of Ver-
nlionvillle, the grading of which is almost entirely d
completed for these sixty three miles, and will, at
the same time, lease the right under their charter t
to build the branch railroad from Vermilionville
to the Sabine river, at or near Orange, the same d
having been already located by resolution of the
board of directors. The distance between these
points is 100 miles. The company reserving to
itself the right of way and transportation on pay.
nment of proportionate freights and passage money
from the present terminus of the road to any ex*
tension towards Opelousas of Its road beyond
Vermilionville.

2. The said lease to continue for a term of years
to be agreed upon between the company and the
lessees. At the end of the lease the property to
be valued by disinterested partles, the railroad
company to select three and the lessees three, the
two, if need be, to call in an umpire, whose deci.
sion will be final. The railroad company reserv-
ing the right to pnur:hase said property at such
valuation, but if not then promptly paid for by
said company the lease to be extended for a
further term of years, and so on until finally pur
chasetd and paid for by said New Orleans, Ope-
lousas and Great Western RIailroad Company.
The grading already made between Berwick's Bay
and Vermilionville to be valued by competent engi-
neers at the tinme of entering into a contract, but
not to be paid for by lessees until the end of the
first lease, herein provided for.

3. The parties leasing to obligate themselves to
ctnnect with no other railroad which might here
alter be built, terminating at or near the city of
New Orleans, and further obligating themselves
to do no act w-hich will infringe the rights under
the present charter of said company, and also to
Ilold said company harmless against any loss
which might result from acts committed on that
piortion of road now proposed to be leased.

11. The lessee, to insure the faithful perform-
ance of this contract, to furnish security to the
satisfaction of the board of directors.

12. The said lessees shall contribute and pay
each year the sum of $5000, payable quarterly, to
keep up and maintain the organization of the rail-
toad company during the existence of this lease.
