Toere is life in the old land yet, ns this im-

mrpse demonsirntion positively asserts.  We
must unite uvpon one platform—the plat
form wlich emanates from the soul ef the

country, the grest Democratic convention which
met in New York on the last aomiversary of
America’s independence. We mnst unite upon
that platform to elect the stateaman, Horatio
Beymour, and the goldier, Frank P. Blair, both of
whose recomds are oablemisbed, and as pare as
driven snow. By eleciing these two honest, un-
mistakalle friends of our people we shall crash
down viglenee, oppression, rapine, fraads st the
ballot box, and all outrages which sigaslize the
radical Republican party.

tinusl warfare. (At this moment the cheer.
ing from therear of the platform, and the music
from the bands, drowned the words of the orator.)
Mr. Bsce would have continued, but seeing the

all his hearers to do their daty—the country ex-
pected it. Mr. Bace was loudly cheered through-
vut, snd & ringing three times three aod & tiger
greeted bim as he retired.

Judge Foute was then loudly and almost unsni-
mously calied for. He addressed the * Men of
Louisiana.” He congratulated the myrinda pres-
entupon their numbers aud the earnest purposs
which ectoated them in attending the demonstra-
tion. Frem Plymouth Hoek to the Rio Grande
prevailed, paramount, the same grand purpose of
reanion and reconstruction. After paying a glow-
Ing enlegiuvm upon the dead on the battie-fiald,
Jucge Foule appealed to the living—let us bave
the liviog lesues that are now before ms. Mr.
Johnson, the great head of the nation, ia the late
assemblies of the representatives of the nation
bad been overlooked sod slighted. Nevertholoss,
Dreeidznt Johnson remioded bim of & herole pilat
ob the Misaissippi, Jolin Maynard, Joha Maynard
wat pilot om & steamboat, The boat canght fire
in the middle of the stream, when no help was
nigh; both shores were mornsses; Lhe captain
sppealed to the pilot. Jobn Maynard told the
eapfain to keep his passengers and crow quiet and
he would Iand the boat, ro matter what happenod
to fiiri. The boat landed on & good shore, the
passevgers and crew were saved ; bt when they
locked for Juhm Msynard the good pilot
was found, a crisped and lifeless body, who
had efaid at his post ootl the daoger was
all aver, although the price was his own exlst-
ence. Buchis Andrew Johoson, That great man
bad carried the pation through the grontest perils
that ciuld have befallen it, and thoogh he may
bove heen neglectod, his herolsm sud self-
devotion were mot the less to be admired and
loved. (Loud cheering.) Mr. Johnson is the
man who will Jand the ship of state safely to the
nation, even if Le, alose, should persh in the
perivimeuce. (Lood cheers.) Me, Foute, just
before finishing, introduced the venerable and
beloved Dimitry, who was accompanied opon the
stend by several most reverend and amisble
Catbolic elergymen. These gentlemen stood
near the learned professor  during  the
delivery of Lis eloguent address, and frequentiy
spplanded him. .

ir. Dimitry spoke of the stern devotion of the
good old Democratic party— sterner, now, snd far
more vmanimous and terrible than it had ever
been before. The present demonstration, so im-
mepee and universal, reminded him of the past
time, and of the overwhe!ming trumpha which
the purty Led achieved. Mr. Dimitry then spoke
of Limeelf; of kis life long devotion to the canse,
of bis srcrifices and his endesvors.

He went into an analysis of the diffarent
ridicals in Congress—those who ure now in power
OVer us— sume, recreants from the Democratic
party ; others, original New FEngland i
ste—ull more or Jess tainted with political or
morel dishunesty. He epoke of the “unregalated
and uoregulsble negro.” We must master the
fight in unbroken phalanx. Unless we do it: in
o'her words, unle:s the Demoeratio party, lad by

It is needless for me to dwell upon those acta of
the party which now sways the power ol the
government, and against which the coaservative
wlilions of this mighty nation are arraying them-
seives with ali the ardor of freemen determined to
fave from ruin their conntry, and the eonstitationsl
forms of tbeir government.

ing of its persecations and misrule.

To wecape this the couservative masses of (he
country must be trug to themselves in November
uext. EBewmember that those who strive not to
protect their own liberties are guilty as those
who would fich them away. Lose mot sight of
the great aud momantous issues invoived in this
struggle, which are your rights ss men, and ihe
forms ard ossges of representative government;
or when they cre torn from you, and soourged
1o the towb, what bright messenger then will
come to open your dwk imprisunment, and
awwaken with music the morniug of the ssarree-
tion of your liberties! Remember ihese things,
and with Seymuur and Blair as yoor standard
bearcrs & glorivus victory awaita you in Noyem-
ber next.

The meeting having been declared adjonrned,
tbe vast crowd poured fromous the Bquare. The

Charles street, from Canal 1o Lafayette
squsre, was one complete blaze of light, The
Academy of Music was adorned with an innamer-
able variety of flags and lanterns, and the ealeium
light feast its brillant glare up and down the
street, illomining the scens tos noonduy brightness,
Ihe residence of our respectad fellow-citizen, (0,
. Blocomb, was decorated with B34 j6ta tastelally
arranged in stars and crescents, the emblems of
the city. The City Hall steps were orowdeq
deneely with ladies. From Lafayette to Girgd
sireet most of the residences wera lit op. The
Sweliing of Mrs. Powls, Nos. 163 and 145 Bt
Charles street, presented s brilliant front of
twenty fllominated windows, while two doors
shove, the dwelling and grounds of Mr, Davidson
were Lt op with innoumerabls lanterns, and along
the Irom fence in front glared & socoession of gas
Jjets, A frait dealer just above had decorated his

The * Opal,” corner of Girod and Camp, had
its full guota of Janterns displayed, and from the
new Odd Fellows’ Hall, too, a number of lights
flzshed down upon the ecrowd.

In the vicinity of Poydras street the illumina-
tien was especially brillisnt. The German Ga-
zette office dieplayed a bandsome transpareacy,
bearing the pames of the Democratic candidatea,
and wes llluminated from street to roof, whilst
asross the streot was suspended a monster edition
of the stars spd stripes. Duriog the evening the
display of fireworks from the office of this, cur

porary, was i and brillisot.

The building of our peighnor, Me. G. W. Lynan,
was bandzomely 1it op, and o the second story of
Messsrs, Pothoff & Kuight's store, next door, were
displayed two fresco designs, which, againat a
dark back ground, assumed the sppearance of
marble slutues. A number of flags were sus-
pended over the street at this point. O pposite us,
the stores of Messrs. Henning & Ca., E. C. Pal-
mer & Co., and Rice Rros. & (Ca., were all com-
pletely illumipated, and car neighbor Gresham
was pot behindband in throwing light upon the
subject.

The office of our contemporary, the Times, bore
two mottoes, extending meross the eutire front of
the buildiog, aod reading, ** This s a white man's
government,” and * There ix ifc in the old land
yet.”" Red, white and blue were tia sojors visinle
in every window, and the eu.re appearance
of the building was strikiegly beantiful, Our
neighbor, the Picayune office, brilliandy Jit up,
was draped with streamers, and displayed the
names of the candidates,

Vassing down Camp street, we observed the
stores of Messrs, Stetson & Armstrong, Sayre,
Plomb & Co., Bwarbrick & Co. all illamiced,
while Mesera. Shepard, Abbott & Co. displayed a
lrannpare'nuy inscribed “‘Seymour aod  Blair,
United we stand, divided we fall.”

The bulldings of Mr, Wagener and of Messra,
Dymond & Lally gavo evidence that their sceu-
pants sympathized in the great movemest, and
the store of Paul J. Christian was annoanced on &
transparency as good lor 21 votes for our candi-
dates.

The large estabiishment of Ball, Lyons & Co.,
corner of Gravier and Camp streets, and the
Whitpey steamship building, just abuve, were ra-
disut with light, and #o too, further down, were
the establishments of Siern Bros, and Mr, C. T.

The City Hotel, its long galleries from end to
end lined with gas jets, preseated as flus un ap
pearacce 88 any building on the line.

A star
a8, Eix feet in dimmeter, with the worda
iexmnnr and Risie ™ in the ecenter. decorated
b front, and the two galleries were lit with a
ntiful display of Chinese lanterns,

A glance out Canal street from the corner of
prip, was rarely beantifal, At the corner of
artres, the D'Arcy Building was elaborately
Worued, 6nd on the corper of Exchange alley,
¢ Baok of New Orleans made an equally besn-
Wl display of decorations, while the intermedi-
¢ btuildings were all ablaze with light. Looking
further on, the Toure Buildings might be seen,
standing out darkly against the sky, & glimmering
light at nearly every pase in its long front. The
rooms of the Demosratic Executize Committss
and of the Chalmette Clab and the Crascent Bils
lisnd Saloon of Col. Merfam, wera all conspiog

ous among the lluwinated buildings on Canal
street.

Down Chartres street, as far as the eye conld
reach, the street wasioa blaze. We will not
sltempt to name each partienlar house which was
leminated for this great vccasion. But we must
congratulate our controre, the Bee, for the taste
2ud protusion displayed in assisting to ronder the
eveaing one of the most memorable in the sanals
of the city of New Urleans. A Hetle further
down the building where that spicy Freach
weekly, 'Epoyue, is poblished, offered nuothar
spectacle which we are plessed to record.

On Bicnville street the Dentsche Presso (that
staunch Dewocratic organ) was the prominent
feature. Suspended across the street the stirg
and stripes waved gracefuily, bearing the glo-
rious mames of Boymour and Blair. Over the
doors wera placed elegant transparencics, upon
one of which we read s very different version of
a Bt. Charlea street contemporary's motto, [t
was as follows : “A government of the white man
for the white man and by the white man," Every
window wus also prettily and profasely laui.
