A InreresTivg Case 8 v Usiren Srates
Covrr ror VikGinia.—Chief Justice Uhase, on
Monday, gave rome interesting and importaat ia-
strugtions to s jury in the casa of Moore & brother,
of Baltimore, vs. Foster & Moore, of Norfolk, in
the United States Circuit Court at Richmond. The
facts io the case,ms wefind them ststed in the
Richmond papors of yesterday, are briefly as fol-

lows :

In 1860, Foster & Moore, of Norfolk, owed
Moore & Brother, of Baltimore, #9720, due by ne-
gotiable notes, which fell doe during the occapa-
tioe of Norfolk by the Confederate army. After
the evacuation of that city Moore & Brother cama
to Norfolk, snd Foster & Moore agreed to pay the
amount of their liabllitiea to them in Virginia
moepey. Foster & Moore then booght a draft for
$1000, drawn by the Baok of Windsor, N.C., on
the Bank of Portsmouth, This draft was indorsed
by Maory & Co., Bmith, of Norfolk, and other re-
Iprmllbl!fll‘ﬁ!i. and made payable to the order
ol Moore & Brother, to whom il was sent. They
reglected to have the draft presented, and some
two months afterward the Baok of Portsmonth
1an its aeeets joto the Confederate lines. They
beid the draft until 1867, sod it was never paid.
Uuder these circumstances, Moore & Brother
breught suit op the original notes, and tendered
the draft back to Foster & Moore, who refosed to
receive it.

The chiel justice’s instraoctions to the jary were
as follows:

First—That any draft, bill or note drawn in the
Confedernte States, or in sny State under the
procl fon of the presid declared in insur-
rection, or in part of them, (except sach part as
was permanently and sbsolutely nnder the control
of the forces of the United Btates,) upon any
person or persons in the federal lines, was also-
futely void as to e maker and all other parties
thereto, and was not to be received in Ya}mun‘i or
satisfaction of any debt evea due to a loyal man ;
but there being & question a8 to whether the
Bank of Windsor was, at the time this draft was
drawn, io the federal or Confederata lines, that
question the jury must decide.

Becond—That the jury must be satisfied that the
Plaintifls sceepted this dralt in satisfaction of the
debt due them upon good evidence,
