the conmrnittee on printing, begs leave to present
to this body the following minority report on the
bill submit;ed to the committee, and entitled " an
act relative to public printing:"

1. I cannot concur wibh the majority in consti-
toting a triumvirate composed of the governor,
lieutenant governor and speaker of the House.
and with investing them with such Immense power
and patronage as is proposed by the bill, without
iequtning an oath of otrce or bond for the faith.
ful discharge of the duties imposed.

I wou'd recommend the election of a State orin-
ter by tt.e joint ilouses of the legislature, as has
been the custom for time immemorial.

2. 1 cannot agree with the committee in the
cha'gi sallowed by the bill. They are excessive.
exorbitant and ou'rageous. I would recommeind
a reduction of one half in all of the items, as I
krew the work can be done at this reduced price
with in mense profit to the printer.

J. I cannot con or with the majority in giving
to the Stare pr " r all the municipal, parochial
st d judit ial printing of the city and parish of or
leans. thus creating the most gigantic and unjust
moinopoly that ever existed. I recommend that
tit State prin'er be restricted to the printing re-
'uired by the officers of the State and the Gene-
ral Assembly.

4. I cannot agree with the majority to allow the
State plrnter to charge the city of New Orleansal
per oquire for its advertising, when It is now being
done tor 40I. a square.

5. I cannot agree with the majority to give the
appointment by their triumvirate of fifty ofi 'ial
prmiters in the varieos parishes at a cost to the
State otf t( ,n m•,tusiuii llari each, and to the
utter disgust of the tax pavers and citizens of the
country. I would recommend that all the State
plitir g e conlinedl t, one paper, as has always
been the custom. Finally, believing this bill to tbe
il egal, uncns'iatitutional, uniuat. oppressive, iu-
iqi tuons, designed to conmpel the tax payers tosupport a class of men and the principles of a
party it at are both abhorrent to every commual.
ty, and its pas-age should be o;ipo-cd by all wh a
Lhave at heart the interest of the State and the
people at large.
