The New Orleans. Opelousas and Great West-
ern Railroad Company. desiring that a connection
shall be formed between their present terminus at
Berwick's Bay and the Houston and New Orleans
Railroad, which terminates at the Sabine river,
and which when completed (the distance being
163 miles) will connect New Orleans with almost
the entire railroad system of Texas, the presi-
dent and directors of said company, therefore,
propose to such party or parties as may under.
take to fill tip such gap the following terms and
conditions, to-wit :

1. Will lease the right of way and the franchisee
now possessed by said company from their present
terminus at Berwick's Bay to the town of Ver-
milionvillle, the grading of which is almost entirely
completed for these sixty three miles, and will, at
the same time, lease the right under their charter
to build tie branch railroad from Vermilioville
to the Bab)lne river, at or near Orange, the same
having been already located by resolution of the
board of directors. The distance between these
points is 1(0 miles. The company reserving to
itself the right of way and transportation on pay-
meat of proportionate freights and passage money
from the present teruminus of the road to any ex-
tension towards Opelousas of its road beyond
Vermllionville.
