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TIE NIOSLIfSi PAVEMENT.

We are glad to learn that our opinions, which
have been frequently expressed in respect of the
I'icolson pavement, are confirmed by facts.

Numerous reports have been circulated about
this valuable improvement on roadways, to the
end that it was giving away ; that the citisens of
New York were refusing to have streets paved.
We now learn from eye-witnesses, that the Nicol-
eon pavement is universally adopted and recom-
mended as the best pavement in use. In New
York they are relaying all of the avenues with
this pavement, and will have no other.
bThe reports that other wooden pavements had
been introduced, are true only so far as this, that
a large ring was formed against the Nicolson for
the purpose of laying the old octagonal wooden
blocks, which were so unsuccessful in this city
years ago; but the people of New York opposed
the movement,and caused the whole arrangement
to be enjoined perpetually.

We have already discussed its superior merits
over the stone pavement, and our peop!e have
fully determined that it is superior in every re-
spect save that of durability. In this respect we
have to say that any practical man who will ex*
amine this pavement will assert that there is no
possibility of decay, and we can determine f r
ourselves the average wear and tare per year. We
have had it in our city, now, neasly two years,
and when the blocks are measured we find that
there has been no wear. In the major portion of
it the tar has not been worn off.

In Jefferson City the bridges were put down by
the city, and since the pavement was laid the
ditch s under the bridges have been deepened,
hence as the support for the pavement whici`
rested upon the bridges was removed, that por-
tion has slightly given way. This is not the fault
of the pavement.

The grand feature of this pavement is its sani-
tary qualities. These arelbeyond all question, and
have been fully and satisfactorily tested. The
foundation plank and the ends of the blocks rest
in a bed of paving cement. This paving cement
Contalls the heavy or dead oils of coal tar, i. e.
carbolic acid, creceote and phenic acid, etc.,
which are the best disinfectants that ire known.

Carbolic acid preserves vegetable matter from
decay, by coadiulating the albumen, thnus render.
ing it insoluble in water, and frees it from the in-
fluences of the oxygen of the atmosphere. Albu.
men is the only element of decay in wood or any
vegetable matter, and when it is coagulated the
result is resin.

If our people are alive to the interests of the
city, they will endeavor to have this valuable im-
provement introduced into every street.

Is there a housekeeper on St. Charles street
who does not wish to have this noiseless and
bealth giving pavement laid ? espeoaialy when the

net is raised and swept into every opening of the
onse.

Oeu ;Georre W Morgan. Chairman of the Committse of the

N luonal Democrottl c (iolreetion

,etlremers-I take tLe earliest opportunity of
replying to your letter notifying me of my nomi-
nation for vice-president of the United States by
the National I)emocratic Convention, recently
held in the city of New York.

I accept, without hesitation, the nomination
tendered in a manner so gratifying, and give you
and the committee my thanks for the very kind
and complimentary language in which you have
conveyed to me the declsion of the convention.

I have carefully read the resolutions adopted by
the convention and most cordially concur in every
principle and sentiment they announce. My opin-
ions upon all the questions which discriminate the
great contending parties have been freely ex-
pre seed on all suitable occasions, and I do not
dec m it necessary at this time to reiterate them.

Ti e issues upon which the contest turns are
clear and can not be obscured or distorted by the
sophistries of our adversaries. They all resolve
themselves into the old, and ever recurring strug-
gle of a few, to absorb the political power of the
nation. This effort, under every conceivable
nanme and disguise, has always characterized the
opponents of the Democratic party, but at no
tinmc has the attempt assumed so open and daring
a shape as in this contest.
