Thia led, natarally eaough,
to o partnership being formed between 0s, by the
terme of which | was to lend him five handred
poonds laﬁnt into the business, of which he was
10 have a fourth of the pet profits, As surety for
tbe Ove bundred pounnds, he i d his life for an-
other thouSand.  Thus, whem we commenced
working together as partners, Strange owed
me elght hondied pounds, and I held policies of
insurance on his life for two thonsand pounds.

“Our business Lrigu nsed geverally tolast from
4 week to & fortnight. Sometimes we were de-
tained at the port to which we had brought tha
snimals, for four or five days, awaiting the means
of sbipping them to Englasd, for it is nat avery
siesmer that will take bullocks, or sheep, or pigs,

But, after thres years
in Van Dienan’s Land, this real marderer togk to
lis old trade of burg .
