Are they forever disposed to d
enjoy the bounties of kind Providence. without c
exercising their intelligence or seeking to enlarge
the patrimony which they have received' These k
questions are, perhaps, idle, nevertheless they ce
are pertinent; for one cannot look over the wide 5
waste around him, and refrain from speculating
upon the causes which operate to keep back the m
natural impulse to restore the deftoencies which ti
which are apparent.

Let us investigate this matter practically, and
endeavor to excite some interest in the public b
aniud; and to begin.look at the great area of land ri
which liec untilled. Weeds, briarsand under growh g
have taken the place of cane, corn, cotton and i
other products. Why isthisr Beoausetheowner k
of the land cannot forget that ten years ago this 11
land was worth one hundred dollars the acre, and f
will not consent to part with one iota at such a
price as to attract buyers, who are industrious, i-
telligent and energetic; working men-practical
men. Do you doubt this-then let me assure you I
that proof is not wanting to establish each par. F
ticular. Another current objection is, that popu-
lation is not desirable-that it is not wealth-and c
that a large increase thereof would entail more T
evil than good. You will say thisis nonsense; so it ,
Is, but your belief, or any belief to the contrary,
will not change the opinion of such people.
Again, a large class cannot see that, by selling
one third or one-half their land-thus increasing i
the number of laborers, and doubling the amount a
of the products, they would in the same ratio, in.-
crease the value of the part retained by them. i,They will sell-O yes-but at what price! Why,
at a very small fraction below what the same land w
was worth eight years past. Instead of selling 2
land at two and a half dollars per acre, drawing =
thereby immigrants. and opening the dead and
slumbering soil to fruitfulness, they hug their self- 11
delusicn closer-place another impediment in the
way of progress, and add additional suffering to
the sireacy overburdened and impoverished land.
Who can see either wisdom or intelligence. or
any other good thing in such a course? And who
Is there that does not deplore the short-sighted- t.
ness of people who thus act. iThus stands the matter, in a region of country N
unsurpassed for the tertility of its soil, its exeimp r
tion from overflow, the facilities for transports
tion, its boundless stretch of natural meadow,
upon which herds and flocks might be doubled o
and tripled, and for its surpassing beauty and
healthfulness. A death-like calm has settled
where activity, animation and the rude battle for
supremacy should be seen; where enterprise
should invade every nook and intelligence conquer ii
every obstacle.

But whilst this is true of the country, what is
being done in your great city to turn the tide and
extricate the State from her condition of paral-
ysis? Have your citizens made known to the dis-
tant seekers for homes the advantages and the
certain prospects for comfort which are found
within our borders' Are they using the most
available means to open railway communication
with other sections and thus centralize the pro-
ducts of the earth within her storehouses, or are
they content to let others reap the harvest which
invites them to the reaping? We are not disposed
to judge them, for they are our brethren; but we
ire ready to say to them, put aside as far as pos*

ble the drones who hinder the hive to prosper,
d put in their places active workmen; let all
e great industrial interests of Louisiana receive

our earnest consideration ; push forward your
ilroad to Texas; erect grain elevators, and en-
ursge commerce by all the means attainable.

THE IMPORTo OF WHEAT TO GRaAT BRITAIN-

There is pfbbably no trade carried on in the
United Kingdom that has such a momentous brar-
ing on the general welfare of that country as
the importation of cereals, and the statistics of
the supplies furnished by the different nations are
among the most important of the annals of the
world's commerce. To show the magnitude of
this trade, we subjoin the following table of the
imports of wheat into the United Kingdom for the
year 1•tI7:

The various reasons that brought about the de-
cline in the exports from this country are well
known. During the war we were generally
favored with abundant harvests, but the diversion
of so large an amount of labor from the fields to
the camp, followed. In 165 and Is2 ;. by uonfavor-
able weather, gave us lor those years a crop
barely sufficient lor our own wants, and the appre-
ciation ol our currency and the urgent need of tne
South also tended to diminish our exports; hobut
the principal cause was that in those years the
harvests in Europe were goud, and prices ruled
relatively low. Whether this year we shall be
able to regain our just proportion of the wheat
trade with the United Kingdom is a question that
has a very important relation to the balance of
exchanges and to the general shipping Ioterests
of the conntry.--[ New York Com. Bulletin.
