WasmixgroN, Aug. 12.—Bpecial Mexican ad
vices report tbat the State of Vera Cruz is in re-
beliion under influential leaders, Tt i3 thought
that the castle of Ban Joan de Ulloa will be at-
tacked, Alstorre has defeated Negrete.

Havawa, Avgnst 11.—The French mail steamer
Paris arrived from Vera Crus, bringing advices
s late a8 Augost 6th. The whole State of Vera
Cruz is in insorreciion. The rebels are well or-
gauized snd the leaders men of inflaence. The
msurrection §s extending rapidly, and they holl
their ground firmly.
Poreto, at Madelien, has pronounced in favor of
Ortegn.  Other leaders followed his example and
were followed by the troops stationed at Tiacotal-
ain apd Alvarado. Both thesa places hitherto
vored Jeures. The city of Yera Crus is feft
without sufficient force to repel an attack which
is momentarily feared.
